The purchase price, though not
aanounced, was estimated at $3,-
560,000, & figure which would make
i the largest transaction of its
xnd in baseball history.

The deal embraces &l] assets of
tne Cardinal organization, includ-
ing 16 farm clubs, funds on de-
pesit and mid-town real estate
which Breadon acquired years ago
as a possible site of a new Red-
birds stadium.

Physical properties also involved
Include ball parks and real estate
st Columbus, O., Rochester, N. Y.,
wnd Houston, Tex.

The franchise of the Hamiiton,
Out., club in the Pony League Is
owned by St. Louis.

Hannegan becomes president of
tte Cardinals and chairman of the
bsard of  directors, succeeding
Bieadon, who announced he would
remain with the organization as
ayvoluntary adviser”. Saigh will be
vice-president and treasurer.

Breadon stated that majority
coutrol of the Cardinalsnorganiza-
won was sold to Hannegan, “who
wii] personally have controlling
interest in the club.” Saigh was
tescribed as the principal minority
sicckholder. *
