Navy Corvette, HM.C.8. Alberni,
{has been sunk while on invasion
duties With the loss of four officers!
and 55 ratings, about two-thirds of
her crew, dead or missing,
Macdonald Minister, Natlonal
Defence for Naval Service, announc-
ed today, Survivors of the

Announcement of the loss of the
Alberni came within two weeks of
the sinking of  H.M.C.S. Regina,
which was also on invasion duties
when she went down., The Alberni
is the 18th war vessel
corvette lost by the Royal Canad-
ian Navy.

R. Vancouver, B.C. who has
commanded the Alberni for the
survivor,

duties, H M.C.S. Alberni was built
{in Yarow’s shipyards at Esquimalt,
BC, in 1940 and wag comuussioned
February 3, 1941, In company with
:other western biult  corvettes, she
steamed from the Pacific to the
east coast in the early spring of
1941 and shortly afterward was
sent to the mid-ocean convoy run..
She was on duty in tha:t area for
nearly a vear and g half during the
bitterest period of the Battle of the
Atlantic when U-toat wolf packs
were putting terribly presure on
the northern life-line to the United
Kingdom.,
