OTTAWA, May 10. — Can-
ada’s national wealth is offici-
ally estimated at twenty two
billion -dollars, which works
out on the average at $2,525
per head. This is apart from
undeveloped natural resources.

There are no accurate fig.
ures available as to what the
national wealth was at confed-
eration, but it ig estimated at
under one and ‘a half billions.
It is now therefore around four-
teen times what it was when
Canada became a dominion.

Agricultural values mark up
about eight billions of the pre-
sent total, urban real estate
nearly six billion; ‘the railways
considerably over two hillion.
Ontario owns about one third,
Quebec one quarter, Saskatche-
