He went on to say that the * powers
that be are ordained of God.” Five
{imes before in history God made the
British fleet the instrument of His
justice; the instrument of His defence
of the liberties of the world; and this
God is doing the sixth time in the
face of the world to-day. After point-
ing out that the British Navy was the
gift of Almighty God, and proving his
contention by various Biblical illustra-
tions, the speaker proceeded to com-
pare the fleets of Britain and Ger-
many. Germany, he said, had had the
freedom of the seas without having
had to earn - it, but she sought to
dominate the world, and to that end
engaged in the insane: cqntest with
the indomitable Navy of Britain: He
showed that the British Navy had a
clean record, never having done any
act which could reflect in the slightest
on its unsullied reputation.

QUEBEC, Nov. 13.—With full mili-
tary, civil and municipal honours, the
body of the late Sir Charles Tupper
will be received here to:morrow (Sun-
day) morning, when it arrives on the
C.P.R. liner Metagama, that is now on
the last stretch of her trans-Atlantic
voyage, steaming up the St Lawrence.

It is expected the ship will dock
here about 5 o'clock to-morrow morn:
ing.
The ceremonies of taking the body
of the last surviving father of con-
federation from the dock to the LC.R.
train at Levis, whence it will be taken
to, Halifax for burial, will be wholly
appropriate to the standing of the
illustrious Tupper, whose role was 80
prominent in Canadian history.

When the Metagama docks to-mor-
row, she will fly her flags at half-mast
and the flags on the immigration and
other public and private buildings on
the routes of the procession will also
fly at half-mast. A military guard of
honour composéd of 100 men under
arms, will form the immediate escort
of the body, while the entire route,
a mile, from the
Metagama's dock to the® Levis ferry
boat, will be lined with troops actually
training here for overseas service.
