Sacrifice Not In Vain

Thelr sacrifice was not however
in vain, At least two armored di-
visions which otherwise would
have been turned against the B.
E. F. had to be sent for to over-
come them. They have added an-
other page to the gloryof the light
division and the time gained enabl-
ed the Giavelines waterline to be
flooded and held by French troops
and thus the port of Dunkerque
was held open,

When it was found impossible
for thearmies of the north to re-
open their communications through
Amiens with the main French ar-
mies only one test remained. It
scemed indeed forlorn.

The Belgian, French and British
armies were almost surrounded.
Their sole line of retreat was to a
single port and {(ts neighboring
beaches. They were pressed on ev-
