competitors .would say, “if I only gave
you 14 ounces to the pound.”

Instead of feeling badly over the

unfair attack Bowers was tickled to
death. Being as good an advertising
man as he was a merchant he quickly
made advertising capital out of it. He
ran double page spreads in all
papers in Memphis announcing that
he would sell peck measures
scales at cost, so that his customers
would know they were getting
value for their money.

THE KING 15 DOING HIS
- BT IN THE GREAT WAR

His Tact and Popularity are
Remarkable.

The following from the New York
World, which has never been prone
‘to say complimentary things about
British royalty, is as significant as it
is interesting:

While the British statesmen are
making shreds and tatters of each
other’s reputation in their public
quarrels, King George goes quietly on
his way attending to the duties of his
position, “playing the game” as far
as he himself is concerned with great
discretion and wisdom. His popu-
larity with his subjects has wonder-
fully increased accordingly, which is
all the more remarkable because it
was only in March, 1914, that the
House of Commons witnessed an out-
burst against the sovereign, led by
the radical and labor members, which
had not been known there for nearly
a century. It was at the time of the
Ulster crisis.

When the war began he kept him-
self in the background except for or-
namental occasions, not having the
constitutional privilege of his cousin,
William II., of being the leader of the
army in any sense of the word. It
was only after much tactful persua-
sion that he obtained permission from
Lord Kitchener for the Prince of
Wales to remain at the front per-
manently. The king himself has been
with the troops for only a short visit
of a few days last fall. ~ He has re-
cently returned from a visit to Ad-
miral Jellicoe and the navy.

But not a day passes that he is
not engaged upon his humane labors
for the soldiers, and these are, after
all, of no mean importnce in arous-
ing loyalty, patriotism and enthusi-
asm for the war. The people have
also become acquainted with their
king through his daily intercourse in
a way which before the war would
have seemed hardly feasible, since it
has meant the removal of many arti-
ficial barriers. But King George's
kindly, simple nature has stood the
test and the warm sympathy he has
shown for the soldiers has hecome an
asset for the Government.

The royal estate in Scotland at
Balmoral has been in use as a con-
valescent home for wounded officers
for many months, while Windsor
Castle and Buckingham Palace are
the center of numerous arrangements,
charitable in their nature, for the be-
nefit of the soldiers. Beginning early
in June, the king, assisted by the
queen, began entertaining daily par-
ties of convalescent soldiers at tea at
Buckingham Palace, twenty men be-
ing invited for each occasion, many of
them being allowed to bring along
their nurses.or their near relatives.
Tea is laid out in the gardens with
as much careful thought on the part
of His Majesty as if he were giving a
garden party to the court, and the
men rémain throughout the whole
afternoon enjoying the sunshine and
fresh air and talking to the king. For
several weeks this hospitality has
been supplemented by drives in the
royal motors and carriages, as King
George has ordered that the royal
mews—be devoted to this purpose as
much as possible. Parties are made
up every day-at the different London
hospitals, and Sir Charles Fitzwilliam,
the crown equerry, #nd Capt. Benbaw,
superintendent of the mews, send
around motor brakes or carriages to
take the king's guests into the coun-
try. w
The officials of the royal household,
whose business it is to follow the
king's example, have been inviting the
soldiers .to their country places for
convalescence where hospital treat-
ment was not necessary.

One of the most important chari-
table projects in which the king is in-
terested is out at Roehampton, where
a large residence, Roehampton House,
has been fitted up for the soldiers and
sailors who have lost limbs in the
war. The old custom was to dis-
charge such men from the hospital
after the amputation and send the
artificial limb after them. Of course,
not being properly fitted, they were
generally misfits and frequently were
useless. Early in the war an appeal
was made for a different method in
treating these unfortunate men, and
the result is now seen at Roehampton
House, where the limbless sailors and
soldiers are sent to be fitted by the
most expert makers of artificial limbs.
Fifty thousand dollars was granted
from the Prince of Wales Fund, the
War Office, the Red Cross and other
organizations made donations and
King George and Queen Mary gave
generously from their private purses.
They make frequent visits to the men
in the rounds which they take among
the hospitals almost every day.

SIR IAN HAMILTON.

(Alfred G. Gardner in Atlantic Month-
1y.)

Sir lan Hamilton suggests the ro-
mance of war. In temperament and
appearance he is the cavalier, and
very little effort of the imagination is
needed to picture him fighting a for-
lorn battle for the hopeless Stuart
cause,

He is without the tragic serious-
ness of Montrose, perhaps without
that depth and intensity that give
Montrose sa induring a hold on the
imagination; but it is the spirit of
Montrose that he recalls in his mingl-
ing of the poet and the adventurer,
and if there is any distrust of him at
all, it proceeds from the pedestrian
fear that a man who looks so much
like an embodiment of romance can-
not at the same time possess the hum-
drum qualities of the organizer of
victory.

Now Sir Ian Hamilton has not only
committeq the fatal error of publish-
ing poetry, but he carries in every
lineament the impess of the poet and
of the man of romantic ancestory and
taste. He is the painter's soldier, and
with his tall square figure, his mobile,
aristocratic features and dark eyes,
gives the impression that his main
functions in life is to adorn the walls
of the Royal Academy and then to die
an heroic death on behalf of some
mistaken loyalty, and with a cavalier
jest upon his lips.

And, indeed, there is no doubt that
the natural instinct of the man is a
chivalrous intrepidity rather than a
calculating caution. The withered
hand and wrist serve as a reminder
of that. For they are a souvenir of
that memorable day, thirty years ago,
when the young lieutenant of the
Ninety-second Highlanders shared in
the disaster of Majuba Hill, and gave
the first conspicious expression of the
stuff that was in him.

But though he has the Highlander's
love of the charge, it would be a pro-
found mistake to regari him simply
as a brilliant adventurer of the battle
field. He js that, but he is more than
that. When Lord Roberts, not long
before-his death, was asked whom a-
mong the generals of the British army
he regarded as the ablest ccommander
in the field, he replied, “lan Hamilton.’
The judgment was disputable, but
not indefensible; and it was founded
not on Hamilton's audacity,but on his
knowledge and on his ciolness in di-
recting the compiex movements of the
battle fiell.

Like General French, ¢ has oeen a
sericus student of war all his life. As
a youth he went to Germany, and from
the old Hanoverian. General Dam-
mers, acquired the strategy that had
made the I'russians the military nas-
ters of Europe. And since then he has
learned to apply and qualify that
science by the actual experience of
war in many fields—in India, in Egy-
pt, in South Africa.

The operations in Gallipoli are as
formidable as any that a military
commander has ever had to face.They
call for daring, for swift inspiration,
but they call also for caution and
calm judgment.

In many streets not a house re-
mains intact.

Arras had before the war 26,000 in-
habitants. There are now 120. In g
small shop near the City Hall I found
a little old man cheerfully selling fun-
eral cards and post cards depicting
the ruins. The bombardment continu-
es daily. Most of the people are living
in cellars. }

At Soissons I was entertained by a
general at tea’ and at breakfast i. the
cellar. Bombs continually pass over
Soissons in the direction of Arras.

The Allied troops constantly are
busy expanding and strengthening
At certain places the hostile lines are
within sixty feet of each other. When
not exchanging shots and grenades,
the soldiers enjoy the interval of com-
parative calm during which newspap-
ers weighed with stones are thrown
from one trench to another,

One day a dog crossed to the French
lines bearing the message: ‘Please
tell Corporal that his wife
and children at Lens are well, and
send their love.

Quarries on the Aisne have been
transformed by the use of cement in-
to veritable fortresses. I saw a six-
inch shell fall on the cement roof in
a quarry without the slightest dam-
age.. Everywhere . ‘among the allied
troops I found absolute confidence of
final victory.
