One method of help is by means
of breathing exercises and a pame-
phlet called “Physical Exercises for
Asthmatics” with forty explanatory
ilustrations has been ' published at
a price of two shillings or ffty
cents, During an attack of asthma
the lungs become distended, and
the object of these exercises is to
restore the lungs and the chest vave
ity to their normal size; the asth-
matic patient is therefore taught to
use the lower as well as the upper
part of the chest in breathing cut,
and to breathe as much as possible
from the lower part of the lungs.

A carefully controlled investiga-
tion of this exercise form of treat-
ment has been carried out uring
the past ' three years: by Dr. J, L.
Livingstone at King's College Hos-
pital. The results have so impressed
the Asthma Research Council- that
they are arranging to give further
ald to this method of treatment.

It might well be worth while
therefore if asthmatics who can af-
ford it would send for this pamph-
let to the Asthma Research Council
Guy's Hospital, London, England.
