Dr. Bela Fabian was a mem-
ber of the Hungarian parlia-
ment for 17 years; President
of the Hungarian Independ-

Fact number two is that in rec-
ognition of his anti-Nazi activity
during the war, Mindszenty was un-
animously awarded an estate of 500
acres by a commission which in-
cluded four Communists, among
them Matyas Rakosi, the leader of
the Hungarian Communist Party
and Laslow Rajk. the present Min-
ister of Foreign Affairs.

It was in 1935 that the name of
Joseph Mindszenty, then a vicar

southern Hungary, first became
prominent througnout the country.
Disturbed by cerfain anti-Jewish
leaflets which had been distribut-
ed by the “Arrow Cross”—the na-
tive Nazi party—he called a meet-
ing of the county officials in de-
fiance of the opposition of the lo-
cal Prefect, Count Beta Teleki, who
Jater became Premier under the
Nazis. He made a stirring speech
against anti-semitism which receiv-
ed wide publicity throughout the
country. From then on, the Arrow
Cross made him its principal tar-
get. He became the spiritual lead-
er of the Hungarian anti-Nazi move-

ment,
.

I first met Joseph Mindszenty in
1940 at a meeting in Budapest
which 1 attended as the leader of
the Opposition of Pest Prefecture.
His appearance was deceptive, fail-
ing to reveal the great energy and
spiritual power which he possessed.
He talked clearly and resolutely. At
the time I was concerned about the
anti-semitic activities of Count Te-
leki  and discussed them with
Mindszenty. He was as distressed
ahout Teleki's hehavior as 1.

Later, in 1941, when the Nazis
overran Yugoslavia, Mindszenty, at

massacre of the Jews, most of them
of Hungarian origin., who lived
across the border from his diocese.
