ELOPEMENT STORY

TORONTO, Jan. 17—A romantic
story of a midnight elopement is
recited by Mr. Justice Latchford in
his finding of fact in the dispute be-
tween the brothers and sisters ofithe
late Captain William A. Forhbes of
Windsor,. and his widow and chil-
dren. The point necessary to estab-
lish the widow’s claim to the de-
ceased’s property was the proof of
her marriage, and this was made ex-
ceedingly difficult by the fact that
the certificate had been thrown out
of her window in a jewel case during
a fire and the box had neen stolen or
lost.

His Lordship finds that the mar-
riage was a fact, however, and tells
the story of what he believes happen-
ed. Forbes, who was then a mate on
a ferry which plied between Detriot
and Windsor, after Midnight on May
22, 1878, rowed his sweetheart, who
was just 14 years old, across ghc
river in the company of a companion
named King and a lady friend. The
quartette went to the house of a Jus-
tice of the Peace and Forbes and the
girl were married. They did not im-
mediately go to live together, but
Forbes kept her at a hotel, and at
the same time lived with his mother
and her children and supported them.
The statement in the evidence of
Mrs. Forbes that Judge Chipman
married them, His Lordship finds to
be untrue, but not deliberately €0,
for he expresses the openion that the
name was suggested to her when she
was ill, and she came to think it
was a fact.
