Offer Prizes But
No Interest In
Russian Loan -

(By Glenn Williams}

LONDON, May — (AP)—The
Soviet vaemment called on the
Russian people today to invest a
month’s pay each in a reconstruc-
tlon loan of 20,000,000,000 rubles
(nominally $83,774,000,000) offering
them rich prizes in an elaborate
state lottery system.

The lottery will pay  prizes
ranging up to 50,000 rubles ($,-
435) for a 100-ruble ($18.87) bond
and envisages prizes to 66.000,000
bond-holders totalling 17,811,200,00
rubles over the 20-year loan per-
fjod, a Moscow broadcast said.

No direct payment of interest is
rovided for under the loan, but
he announcement sald: “The sum
total of the prizes fs based on an
average of four per cent per an-
num over the 20-year period of
the loan. One-third of all bonds
will win a prize. The remaining
two-thirds are redeemnbla at their
face value.”

The loan will be used to help
pay for the first post-war flve-
year .plan _and “for further
strengthening of the military
