GRADING OF BUTTER,

1 think the member for Second
Prince said that when fresh butter
is graded it only stands up to
grade for three weeks. I do mot
think that is right. I know I took
with me two members of the House
ito visit the Technical School yes-
terday and the grader showed us
a sample of butter which I under-
stood him to say was made last
may. It was Number One then and
it is Number One yet,

MR. DENNIS: My authority is
Mr. Wright ,the Dairy Commission-
er. While butter may retain its
grade longer, you cannot legally
gell Number One unpasturized butt-
er ag Number Ope more than three
woeks afte., or pasturized Number
Two as Number Two without re-
grading after six weeks; but it
might retzin its grade for a year.

MON MR. MYERS: WELL, 1
am very strongly in favor of grad-
ing butter, and it seemg to me that
my Hon. friend can hardly be
correct, because it would scarcely
be worth while to go to the expen-
se of pasturizing and grading butt-
er that would only stand up to
grade for six weeks. However, I
will accept hig correction.

Comparison In Dairy Production

The Hon. member made a com-
parison between the size of farms
{on the Island and in Denmark, It
would be a happy state of affairs
if every 11% acres of the Island
had a farmer and a family and a
herd of dairy cows. I am afraid
that is as yet a long way off. In
contrast to that weé have another
outstanding dairy country,. New
Zealand. Mr. Ruddick informed me
at Ottawa a few months ago that
the conditiong for manufacturing
butter there are much more favor-
able than in any other country he is
acquainted with, They have large
herds, of from 200 to 400 cattle, and
large dairy plants; and as these
plants do mnot have more than five
or six patrons, it is easy to see that
such factories would be able to con-
trol their quality. But I believe if
we gave our cream our best atten-
tion, with the =ofl and excellent
feed we have, the Island  butter

could be made ag good as any
butter in the world.
