NORTHERN FRANCE,
One of the most extraordinary stor-
ies in conncetion with the growth of
the Canadian Divisions is that of the
organization and rise into prominence
of the Canadian Y. M. C. A,

I first came to know of the Can-
adian Y. M. C. A, at the outskirts of a
town in France early last year says the
special correspondent to the Star. The
organization was then in its infancy,
In fact, Capt. Pearson, who was run-
ning the place. which was situated in a
small room at the back of an estaminet
had in his possesgion about six cases
of goods, and when I arrived heé was
wondering how the ~goods could be
moved if the division was suddenly or
dered away.

Since that time, and despite all
kinds of difficulties that have arisen,
the organization has mever looked
back, and it has grown to be such a
power iy the field that one wonders
where and when the Canadian Y. M,
C. A. will reach its maximum output.
Capt, Pearson was at one time
glad to give my  men all the socks,
writing paper, pencils, soap,, and all
kinds of other useful articles he had
on hand, which he thought would have
to be left behind as superfluous, but
it takes many huge motor lorries to
deal with the vast quantities of goods
that arrive and have to be again ship-
ped to the fourteen different centres
of the fighting area, where the Cana.
dians have their tents or huts for the
comfort of tHe trench-tired.

Then again Capt. Pearson had bnly
to deal with the Firsa Canadian Di-
vigion in February, but now he has
control of the Y, M, C. A. work of the
whole Canadian  forces, and has ten
other Canadian Y. M. C. A, captains
and forty m n on the staff,.who, . by
the way, seem very hard worked try-
ing to keep pace with the yolume of or-
ders that pour in, @ =

Huge quantities of writing paper
and pencils are got through monthly,
and the record was established last
month when 300,000 sheets of note
paper and a like quantity of envelopes
were given free to all troops.’
Games of all kinds ars also  pro-
vided free, football, draughts, chess,
ring quoilts, baseball, and all classes
of other sporting outfit, are kept on
hand, and lavishly handed out to the
men, so that hours out of the trenches
my be spent in healthy amusement.
Concerts and singsongs are held re-
gularly in the various centres, while
ten pianos provide music in' the hig
marquees, and ten moving pictures mac
hines provide entertainment which is
thoroughly enjoyed. There are also
oighteen splendid gramophines and a
huge quantity of records.
Quite as a side line the headquarters
has also established a free gramaphone
record exchange. Books and magazin-
es are also sent up to the trenches in
huge quantities, while at all the huts
and tents stacks of the latest Canadian
newspapers are kept, on the files, from
which many Canadian soldiers gath-
er local and public news of the home-
land.

DISTRIBUTE HOT SOUP:

Practically the best thing done by
the Canadian Y, M. C. A, is the. issue
of hot soup to mep in the trenches.
This is made¢ during the evening:in
huge “dicksies,” and carried up to the
fire trenches at midnight.

Only those who have stood on sen-
try in the cold, muddy and waterlog-
ged trenches, during those awful hours
when night turns into,day, can under-
stand and appreciate the valtie of that

Over one hundred cases of provis-
ions of all kinds are handled daily, the
stuff travelling east as far as Bethune
and south to Lillier, north on the Ar-
mentiers line, and ‘west to the shell-
torn death city of 'Ypros.

That a great work is being done can
readily be seen by readers at home,
but it is those tired boys of ours, just
out of the zone where death stalks
day and night, where the hiss of bul-
lets, the'scream, moan and crash  of
shells i3 heard, that can really' appre-
clate this splendid work, carried op at
4 profit which burcly pays expenses,
and solely for the'well being of the
soldiers, whether they be Canadian or
British.
