Another common weed, espec

(Leontodon autumnalis). In some
parts of Canada it 1is called the
“pugust Flower,” and in others the
«putumn Hawk-bit.” It, also, has
gaiced a place in “Farm Weeds of
Canada” plate 65 In the 1909 edi-
tion. Some botanists place this plant
in the genus Apargia. The herbal-
ists say that the plant Is laxative,
diuretic and hepatie. Honey
are rather “choosy” about the
flovers they visit but they seem to
ke those of the Fall Dandelion.

The ccenman Dandelion Taraxa-
cum officina’» fs highly spoken of
by many authors, but only comes
ynder cultivation as a Soring sal-
ad, Kalm, however, in 1749, stated
that the French in New York, pre-
rared and ate the roots as a com-
mon salad but did not usuallv em-
ploy the leaves. In (e North of
England, when I was a schoolboy,
e children covered their bread-
and-butter with dandelion leaves
before eating it.

Seedsmen sed to list these va-
rietles: (1) French Large-leaved;
(2) French Thick-leaved; (3) Red-
seeded; and (4) American Improv=-
ed. Th» French lists gave the poou-
lar name of the dandelion as “Pis-
senlit” which has an exact equiy-
alent in rustic English! In Britain
a variety is found in bogzy places,
with nearly entire leaves (e, with-
out the “teeth) :and having the
scales of the involucre appressed
upwards. (Something like that s
ocoasionally found here). In Eng-
land, too, it has been observed fhat
the flowers open between 5 and 17
In the morning and close in the
evening between 8 and 9; but they

The Death of Pilate

In the Anglo-Saxon Chronicle,
under the date A.D, 37, is a short
entry whiuy is translated as “This
year Pilate slew himself with his
own hand.” According to King Al-
fred's ‘franslation of Crosius, this
act was prompted by the threat-
ening attitude of the Emperor Cal-
igula who ruled the Roman Empire
at that time. We may regard this
story as historically true, since
Rome was then a city noted for in-
trigue, violence and bloodshed, and
many,both great and small, took ‘he
thort way out. But it is scarcely
likely (as Orosius declares and Bede
corroborates) that Caligula coupled
his threats with the reproach that
it was Pilate that condemned Christ
to death, If Caligul~ ever heard of
the Crucifixion, it would be as the
usual pnishment, meted out to an
obscure disturber of the peace in &
distant part of his Empire. Doubt-
less the little band of Christians in
Rome at that time would regard
the sulcide as being partly due.to
remorse at condemning an innocent
man; and the Iidea finally took
shapke as the Emperor’s alleged re-
mark.

The Great Plague

The Litany of the English
Church was wrought out of the ex-

riences of our forefathers, and
hough few of*us today can fully
understand the petition against
“plague, pestilence and famine,”
yet for over a thousand years Eng-
lishmen thought of them with fear
their hearts. Plague and pestil-
ence to them were no shadowy ills,
no vague portents, but grim and
dreadful foes ready to bring death
in a score of terrifying and painful
forms. The Anglo-Saxon Chronicle
in terse lmrmgunggh t,ell\}s of nér:)xrl‘y
plagues before the Norman -
quesgg. and it is now known that be-
tween the years A.D. 952 and 1665
london {tself had more than
twenty grievous visitations. We know
more about the Great. Plague of
1665 than we do of the others.

London at that time had a total
population of only 400,000; about
one-twentieth of what it has now.
When the plague struck, the first
thought of the panlc-stricken peo-
pl~ vas to get as far from the City
as possible, and it is estimated that
over 100,000 fled into the country;
where, lrleldegtally, many of them
carried the disease.

Those who remained partook of
the universal terror, for few, {1t
was observed) who took the infec-
tion ever recovered. There were no
reliable remedies, just as, in fact,
there were no reliable symptoms.‘ In
a letter to the church aut:hol:l-ées
of St. Paul's, it was stated: “The
practitioners in physic stand a-
mazed to meet with so many var-
fous symptoms which tiey find
among their patients; one week the

eneral distempers are blotches and
gous; the next week as clear-skin-
ned as may be, but death spares
neither. One week full of spots an
tokens, and perhaps the succeed-
ing with none at all”

The orders issued by the public
authorities, though supposed to be
preventive measures, were often
worse {han useless, and indeed help-
ed to spread the disease. An order,
fssued early in 1665, provided that
“As soon as any man shall be
found ... to be sick of the plague,
he shall the same night be seques-
tered in the same house; and
the house wherein he sickened
should be shut up for a month,
(medicines) taken by the rest.” By
this order whole families were shut
up with a single infected person,
and frequently all perished. The so-
called preservatives were ‘“‘quac!

No
houses were closed now, “and
most of the well are mingled with
the sick,” wrote the author of a
book entitled “God's terrible Voice
to the City.” Daniel Defoe, who
wrote “The Journal of the Plague
Year,” says, “The terror was 50
great at last that the courage of
the people appointed to carry away
the dead began to fail them.” As
the cooler weather of September
set In the plague began to decrease;
but did not actually end till the
early days of 1666. It is estimated
that nearly 170,000 persons died of
the disease In London alone; and

a of those who fled into the country

an unknown number perished of
disease, starvation and exposure.
Defoe's “Journal of the Plague
Year” is often regarded as fiction,
since it was written in 1722; but
beyond auestion it bears the marks
of a true account and Defoe may
have seen some of the incidents in
his youttr, The “Journal” is the
basls on which many romances
have been constructed, and if the
inquiring reader will procure Saba-
tini’s “Fortune Fool” he will get a
vivid picture of London in that day
of trial. Science now knows that
terrible disease to Bubonic
Plague, a scourge of eastern sea-
ports. The cause, a bacillus, is car-
ried by fleas which infest rats. This
was discovered in 1894, and furnish-
id ant:mwer to the question why
ave, there been no further epidem-
ics? The black rat was, oreevl;oualy.
the only rat found in Britain: a
companionable rodent that had al-
most a liking for man’s society. But
b the end of the 17th century the
black rat had been almost exterm-
inated by the brown rat, which is
also capable of carrying the bacil-
lus, but being a very shy or suspic-
lous beast keeps out of man’s vay,
and s0 no infection takes place,

away to lcok over that territory
(17 townships) in the vicinity of
the Babtiste, Nordegg and Brazeau
rivers for the Department of In-
dian Affairs (I am their repre-
sentative here), and found b
deer and elk are plentiful in that
part. Very few mooze were there,
the majom% being still in the
mountaing the west of where I
was. The moose will come farther
east onto the big muskegs and
moose pastures after Christmas,
when the weather becomes more
severe. There were a lew cougar
and wolf signs in the vicinity of the
Brazeau river and numerous coyote
signs, Ruffled grouse, spruce part-
ridge and prairie ¢! ens were not
numerous, but there is every indi-
cation that they are nicely on the
increase. I saw only one solitary
Hungarian partridge in the whole
of that territory. It ran ahead of
me down the trall on the north
side of the Nordegg Rlver just &
few yards north of where the base
line crosses the river at the Chip-
pewa Indian village,

I saw fresh beaver working on a
large slough north of the Babtiste
river in Township 43 also on the
Babtiste river and Brewster creek
in Township 42, But they are not
plentiful, Snowshoe rabbits are
very scarce all through that terri-
tory but are more plentiful east of
the North Saskatchewan river.
There are a few small bands of
Mountain Caribcu (Rangifret
Americanus) between the head-
waters of the Nordegg river and
Mountain Park., Many beautiful
specimens of Big Horn Sheep have
been got this season at the head-
waters of the Clearwater river west
of Ricinus, also in the Big Horn
Range southwest of Nordegg in the
vicinity of the White Goat river
within easy distance of the David
Thompson highway which in a
short time I expect to see con-
nected with the Scenic highway be-
tween Banff and Jasper.

Mountain Goats appear to be
holding thelr own in that terri-
tory, also all through that terri-
tory between Washout Creek and
the Parks cabin in the Clearwater
Valley.

Fur-bearing animals are not
numerous in this part of Alberta (a
closed season on many of them is
very advisable). There are numer-
ous signs of Grizzlles in the vicin-
ity of Onion Lake (but ome pair
of grizzlles and their young can
leave many signs). Black and
brown bears are fairly plentiful in
the vicinity of Limestone mountain,
Cutoff creek and just through the
gap in the mountains west of the
Rangers’ station at the Clearwater
Gap, where {t is possible in the
later summer to count eight, to ten
bears on the mountain side during
an_afternoon.

Cougars are gradually becoming
more numerous in the Clearwater
Forest Reserve and they take a
terrible toll of big game. Wolves
are numerous in that part, but oc-
casionally the track is seen of one
or two as they pass through on
their journeys between the Banff
National Park (where they are
numerous) and {he Brazeau Forest

Reserve,

Loch Leven, Ralnbow, FEastern
Brook and Dolmanden trout fish-
ing is fair all ugh this district.
That good work which was doxe a
few years ago in stocking these
mountain streams with Loch Leven
fingerlings Js now very much in
evidence. Naturally the best fish-
ing is at & distance frem the settle-
ments and some exceptionally fine
specimens lurk in the big pools to-
wards the headwaters of the Clear-
water river. A few have been
caught near the mouth of the Tay
Ray and towards the headwaters
of the Tay Ray which measured 28
inches.

}h]e increase, but are not plenti-

ul.

This
year matings were a bit later and
quite & number of ranches will have
pups arriving almost to the end of
May. Years ago L remember a litter
of pups was born in the company
ranch around the first of June.
They numbered six and all surviv-
ed but they did not attain their full
growth until the end of December,
then they appeared just as normal
as other pups. We did not keep
thiem as they were not desirable en-
ough for breeding purposes. It goes
to show, however, that with a lit-
tle adjustment and extra care late
born pups can be raised as success-
fully as the early litters, but it does
take extra care and thought.

The fact that noise or fright or
anything out of the ordinary causes
loss of litbers was borne out by two
or three incidents that came under
our notice recently, One was where
a neighbor dumped some material
rather hurriedly and noisily near a
ranch and caused the loss of two
litters. Another was the starting of
a saw at a time when pups were
expected. These and any other ex-
traneous noise or excitement should
be avoided during the whelping sea-
son, Even the appearance of &
strange person around may cause
apprehension in a nervous female.
In the old days ranchers took some
~—-traordinary precautions and woe
betide anyone who came near a fox
ranch the palmy days of the in-
dustry.

The question of feed is likely to
become an acute one for ranchers
this season. Hitherto we had noth-
ing to worry about as our require-
ments were brought here by well
known firms such as Canada Pack-
ers, Ltd. and distributed by them
to the rancher. With the celling of
prices on retailing of meats and no
ceiling on the price the producer
can charge, there has arisen a situ-
ation that if not regulated will
mean the disappearance of offal
meats such as tripe from fox
ranches. The high prices pald on the
hoof in the United States for cat-
tle has caused drovers to buy them
in Canada at various points and
ship or drive them over the border.
Packing plants in Toronto and
Montreal that would have from 1-
000 to 2,000 cattle passing through
perhaps in a day, or at least in a
week, have not had a twentieth of
that number in recent weeks. o,
no cattle, no tripe, and when the
ranchers sent in their requirements
this week they found that the cup-
board was bare all over the place.

In Fur of Canada for March ap-
pears an {llustration of the Pick-
enham home of the chinchillas on
the modern ranch. There is a pipe
which draws cool air underground
from outside into a furnace. The
