WASHINGTON, Oct. 20—(CP)
—Negotiations on long-awaited
United Kingdom-United States
reciprocal trade agreement were
reliably reported today to have
come to a standstill because of
dissatisfaction with  concessions
offered by the British Govern-
ment,

It was sald an official com-
munication insisting on the grant-
ing of appreciable concessions on
a small number of important Am-
erican exports had been sent to
London. 2

A point had been reached, it
was said, where the United States
negotiators had warned that if the
requested concessions = were not
forthcoming the idea of a trade
agreement )Jetween the countries
might have to be scrapped.

This picture of the situation
was said to have been conveyed
to London in the form of a sum-
mary of concessions the British
negotiators have agreed thus
far,

The communicagion was report-
ed to have ‘nointed out that these
preferential offers did not justify
the Washington Government in
signing an agreement at this time.
