Cosmic Ray Tes—ts
Report Is Issued

CHICAGO, Oct. 12—Cosmic rays
as electrically-charged vagrants of
space shooting earthward from re-
mote distances, wavering as they
approach the lower strata of the
earth’s atmosphere, and then speed-
ing along definite aerial routes to
the poles—this was the tentative
picture presenteq yesterday by Dr.
Arthur H. Compton, noted physic-
ist. ;

A tentative picture, as are all
portrayals of scientific phenomena
comparatively recent in man’s ken,
Dr. Compton said. Two findings
support the picture.

One is that the intensity of the
days is greater at the magnetic
poles of the earth than at the mag~
netic equator. The other is that|
their intensity apparently increases |
continuously at higher altitudes.
Both observations are the result
of tests made by Dr. Compton at
wide!y scattered sites over the
western hemisphere, and both, he
said, support the hypothesis that
cosmic rays are electrical in nature
particles of
non-electric radiation, such as heat
and light waves.
