It may be of interest to note that the
total exports from the British Isles in 1004
were SLAH. 000,000, and those of the U nited
States  SLASL00,000.

As a politician Mr. McKinnch was a
promoter rather than a critic. In  the
Legislative Assembly and in the House of
Commons, alike, he rendered effective
service on-behalf of the construction of
the Belfast and Murray Harbor Railway,
running through the large and wealthy
district that he had the honor to repre-
sent.
