SOME REAL OLD COINS, —
Mrs. G, D. Fitzgerald yesterday
showed The Guardian a number of
coins which are probably the old-
est ovesed in the province and are
rare anywhere. One copper coin
has on its face the facimile of

Emperor Constantine, A, D. 316.
There are five silver pennies of
Edward Firsts reign, A, D. 1260

Probably the most unique one is
a double coin of the reign of Pop2
Gregory 13th. On one side is a bust
of Pope Gregory, on the other a
battle scene of the French Revol-
ution. Between the two ceins is
a piece of parchment, about the
size of an American cent and
printed on it in microscopic letters
the Lord’'s Prayer. These two
coins were originally stuck to-
gether, protecting
The first copper coin issued by the
American government, the KFugio
coin 1787 has on one side a sun
dial, the sun's rays at the Mere-
dian and below the sun dial the
words “Mind your business’”. On
the reverse side the 13 links and
the star. In a small cirele in the
centre of the coin, the wouids
“We are one". Another Ameri-
can coin has . the face of George
Washington on ohe' side and on
the other the Eagle with a sheaf
of arrows in one claw and the
olive branch in the other. One
of the rarest is a copper coin of
1616, the first coin minted in Am-
erica. " On one side is a full rig-
ged ship, on the other a wild boar
and the words ‘“The Island of
Sommer,” after General Sommer.
These are only a few of this large
collection of over 500 coins owned
by Mias. Fitzgerald and represent-
ing the labor of many years of the
great grandfather of her husbhand,
father of the Jate Rev. Dr. Fitz-
gerald the first Rector of St. Pauls

Church in Ontario

(Union Committees Despatch)

TORONTO, March 12.—From a
survey of the Presbytery districts in
Ontario, which is being conducted
by the Church Union Bureau, it
would appear that the withdrawal
of 367 Presbyterian congregations
in the Province 'will not seriously
affect the Union, but will still leave
ithe - United Church overwhelming-
ly  predominent in numerical
strength, as compared with any
c¢hurch formed of the non-<concur-
ring units. Even in districts where
the Anti-Unionists are strong the
non-concurrenits are comparatively
small in number. In Hamilton dist-
rict. for instance, where the Amti-
Unionists are strongest, the United
Church will have 150 congregations
(including both Methodist and Un-
ion) to 42 of the non-concurring
body. In the ‘district. of Toronto
there ‘will bhe 237 Methodist and
Union congregations in the United
Church, as ‘compared with the 53
‘Presbyterian congregations ' which
have voted to remain out.
