Declarer’s problem 1is clear-cut. He
has lost two: spades, he must lose
a diamond, hence his contract de-
pends on capturing the trump
queen.

Without any pertinent informa-
tion at hand, South should cash
the two high trumps in the hope
of dropping the queen. In this
specific case, however, South has
knowledge that should guide him|
better than a mere “rule.” He,

Therefore, when South |
leads a heart to the king and
West follows with the deuce, three!
