HOME NURSE

The care of a sick child during
the absence of the working mother
requires careful planning, writes
Mary Beard, director, Nursing
Serv.ce, American Red Cross. If
there is no nurse or relative who
can be called in to help, the only
answer i{s for the mother to take
time off from the job and give the
child the care he needs.
