dustry in Canada to cope with the
shortage of ocean tomnnage. Tarift
changes were advocated to this end by
Mr. A. K. McLean of Halifax, while
others who supported ship building
encouragement were Hon. William
Pugsley, E. M. MacDonald, of Pictou,
and Mr, J. G. Turriff, of Assinibioa.

Replying to a question by Hon.'Mr,
Lemieux this afternoon as to the
press despatch published on Monday
last stating Providence Journals had
notified the Justice Dept. that infor-
mation had been received through em-
ployees of the German Embassy of a
plot against the Parliament Build-
ings, Rideau Hall and Munitions
plants in Ontario, Hon. Arthur Meig-
han stated the Dept. of Justice had re-
ceived no warning as was indicated
by the Providence Journal.

PARIS, Feb. .—“Russia’s muni-
tions crisis is now a thing of the
past,” said General Polivanoff, Rus-
sian’ minister of war, in an interview
with Ludovic Naudeau, the upecial
correspondent of the Faris Journai
in Russia.

“It is ap unpleasant memory, but,
fortunately, only a memory.”

“With regard to the troops,” the
minister said, “their spirit is oxcel
lent, thranks to the system of mob
ilization by masses, which was pu
into force a few months ago, and to
the doubling of the number of supply
depots.

At the present time we have a per-
manent reserve of young recruit:
strong enough to enable us to ‘keep
all the units up to their full strength
without having to send to the froni
half trained men. This is of greal
importance, for it has been observed
that the morale of the soldier is apt
to deteriorate when he sees his com
pany, which originally had 260 or
300 men, reduced to a few dozen.”

Continued Landing
