“Then,” continued Mr, Coats, “we
might review the United States’ li-
ing system in relation to trad-
ers’ and manufacturers’ associations
which is by way of a disciplinary
method. Then there is the question
and it is a very large one, to what
extent we are prepared to make as-
sociation compulsory. I think the
pendulum has swung away from the
idea, which was rife some years ago,
that any assoclation of manufactur-
ers was a combine and could not ex-
ist for beneficlent purposes. Amer-
ican opinion at least has accepted
associations of manufacturers as be-
ing beneficlent.”

FEARS FURTHER
DEVALUATION

In an address before 60 bank ex-
ecutives—whom he warned to catck
the Nazi spirit or lose their jobs—
Dr. Schacht maintained that “stabe
ility of conditions is rlmdnmenh!;
for all successful economic manage-
ment.”

“This government will embark up-
on no financial experiment” the'
Central Bank President asserted.

His reasons for opposing devalus-
tion were:
