Freight Rates Increase

Commenting on the Transport Board’s dg-
cision authorizing a 21 per cent increase in
freight rates, the Winnipeg Free Press says:

The Canadion Pacific is accepted as the
yardstick by which the needs of the railways fo
vevenue are to be measured.  On  this
basis the Transport Board, it seems, has arrived
at its judgment by calculating the assumed needs
of the C.P.R. against its gross revenues’ in 1947.
The gap is placed at $30 millions and the gross
revenues against which an increase in rates would
apply are put ot $137 millions. The 21 per cent,
presumably, is calculated as an increase in rates
on 5137 millions of business which would give the
company $27 millions more revenue per year. The
additional $3 millions needed to bring the total
te $30 millions will be picked up. from higher
specific rates on coal and coke and lesser items.
Applied to the Canadian National which has
much more mileage and does a larger business,
the 21 per cent increase is calculated to add $40
millions of revenue.

The extent to which this decision is based
upon the estimates presented to the board dur-
ing the hearings by officials of the Canadian
Pacific Railway is o matter of interest. The
board finds that the Canadian Pacific requires
$30 millions more revenue. This is just a little
less than the amount by which the ‘experts of the
Canadian Pacific under-estimated thie revenues of
the system in 1947. During the rate hearings
they estimated 1947 revenues at $285 millions
whereas the actual total as announced by the
C. P. R. on March 9 was $318 millions. The dif-
ference between the actual revenues of the
C.P.R. and the total of $130 millions, cited by the
board, is due to the fact that much treight trat-
fic moves under statutory rates (grain ‘ond flour)
or competitive rates and will not be affected by
an increase in rates.

The point, however, is clear. The Transport
Board in its judgment finds that the Canadian
Pacific Railway needs $30 millions additional rey-
enue. Yet the Canadian Pacific in its annual re-
port early this month showed earnings at almos*
o peak. Only once before did the railways do
bettzr and then only slightly. Net earnings werc
$22 millions and other income brought the totai
up to $47.6 millions. After fixed charges and
dividends, the company added $20 millions fo
profit and loss account, bringing that account
to $279 millions. A company which in 1947 in-
creased its gross by $26 millions over 1946; its net
by $4 millions; reduced its fixed charges by $2.7
millions; had sufficient earnings to cover the
fixed charge three times over—this company is
now deemed so perilously placed as to require
another $30 millions of revenue out of the pub-
lic's pocket.

The Free Press emphasizes that the Transport
Board is. not a court, nor are its decisions final
either as to law or facts. It is but a commission
to which is delegated the rate-making functions
of the Dominion Government. The Government's
statutory authority to reverse the decisions of
the Transport Board has been, on more occos-
jons than one, of-signal service. This is a fact
which Provincial governments should not overlook
in considering the course of action now to be fol-
lowed.

The following comment from an article in
the Saturday Review of Literature indicates a
trand which is becoming all too evident in Con-
oda as well as in the neighboring Republic:

Seed Potato-Production

Production of certitied seed potatoes in
Canada in 1947 amounted to 11,747,000 bushels,
or an increase of almost a million bushels over
1946, and over five million bushels more than in
1945. All provinces except Nova Scotia and
Quebec produced more seed in 1947 than in 1946.
British Columbia moved up from sixth place in
ipraduction in 1946 to third place in 1947, ex-
ceeded only by Prince, Edward Island and New
“Brunswick.
 The greatest increase by varieties was shown
Katahdins, with a production of 3,387,700
jushels in 1947, This represented an increase of
0.7 per cent over 1946, White Rose showed an
Jincrease of 25.7 per cent, or o total of 92,100
“bushels, practically all of which occurred in Brit-
’", co'l”hu v

Production of the remaining popular var-

icties was as follows: Green Mountain 3,387,700
bushels; Irish Cobbler 2,392,300 bushels; Sebago
1,423,000 bushels; Netted Gem 463,100 bushels,
and Bliss Triumph 421,500 bushels. There were
an additional 49 varieties inspected which pro-
duced from 65,000 bushels to as low as 5 bushels
in the case of some of the newer varieties being
tested for disease resistance.

Sales of certified seed from the 1947 crop
ot December 31, show an increase of approxim-
ately 700,000 bushels over December 31, 1946.
Shipments to Argentina were increased by over
650,000 bushel{. British Columbia shippeds over
51,000 bushels of White Rose to Argenting, which
is reported as .arriving in excellent condition.
The potato shipping season at the port of Saint
John was one of the busiest on record, with as
many as three vessels loading at .the same time.

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DOMINION - PROVINCIAL
TAXATION

Sir,—Ever since the Provinces: ol
Quebec and Ontario refused to 2n
ter into an agreement with the
Federa] government in respect ‘0
taxation, we have had sporadic
outbursts of reciprocal name-call-
ing.

These outbursts on the part ot
high officials of both tlie Federa.
and Provincial governments do nov
in the least harm the respective
officials, but, invariably result i
new, additional or higher taxes, ot
a combination of them being ir
posed on the people. The men aad
women of Canada, as you know,
are neither federal nor provincial
Canadians, but simply Canadians.
If only, say, the Dominion Ca
binet, as a penalty for .its stub
bornness or recalcitrant attitude,
could impose a new, additional o:
higher tax on the respective pru
vincial Cabinet, or vice-versa, the
matter would be quickly adjusted.
but such is not the case: the eo-
ple themselves bear the brunt oi
this unnecessary squabble.

1 say unnecessary, because the
so-called constitutional difficuliy
can be straightened out, but wot
under the aegis of the statute
which governs Canada today, I re-
fer to the British North America
Act. :
Under that Act, in the matta:
of taxation, the Dominion Govern
ment yields the big stick: it -sar
legally do so, and it does. On the
other hand, the Provinces, under
the same Act, are in a very sub-
ordinate and unenviable position,
insofar as taxation is concerned.
Under the Act of 4867, all the
Dominion had to pay to the orig
inal Provinces was as follows:
yearly, for the support of their
governments and legislatures, $30,-
000 to Ontario, $70,000 to Quebec,
$60,000 to Nova Scotia; $50,00 to
New' Brunswick “and an annual
grant in aid of each Province equal
to .80c per head of the population,
as ascertained by the proper cen-
sus. Note the law, which s still
the law today: “Such grant shall
be in full settlement of all future
demands on Canada.”

There was a revision of these
yearly payments -for the support
of the governments and legislatures
in 19)7, and the principle of auto
matic increase in relation (o
growth of population was incor-
porated.

The Provinces claim — and just-
ly so— that it is still inadequate.
Permit me to give you, withou!
comment a brief extract from tiw
report of the Duncan Commission,
re Maritime Claims, 1ssued in 1828°
page 12:

“In 1867 the grants given for the
support of provincial governments
and legislatures were (within cev-
tain limits) of a fixed amount, anc
were not on a scale that increased
with the increase of population or
the expansion of Dominion income
It was, apparently, an accepted
theory of those times that the
functions of government (provin:
cial, of course) should be limited
to a minimum. The Dominion in-
tended that the Provinces shoulu
not make a gain out of their graat
and should be discouraged from
over-spending. It was felt that i
they had to fall back upon their
cwn people for additional revenue,
in the event, of over-spenaing,
there would be an effective check
upon them. @0 much of. deliberate
intention on the part of the Dom-
inion is to be gathered from thc
records of the time. The policy
may have been a wise one, but it
clearly was too rigid and inelastic
when we bear in mind the devei
cLment which has taken place in
the intervening years in the copn-
ception of the machinery and func-
tions of government.”

The Provinces require mongy for
social services and other provincial
needs.

May I most respectfully suggest
that. the Provinces cannot .expect
a solution of their grievance, in
that_respect, either by name-call-
ing, or by making periodic. pii
grimages to Canossa, or even by
temporary ‘quid pro quo' agree-
ments. In connection with the lat-
ter, the provinces may be remind-
ed of the old adage: Timeo Danaos
et dona ferentes.

There is one way in which this
most unhealthy situation of the
body politic of Canada can be soiv-
ed in a manner which will quieien
disputes for all times to come: ict
the people of the Provinces of Ca-
