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Agricultural Conference

During the past few days Government of-
ficials, both Federal and Provincial, have con-
tributed @ great deal of interesting information
on our agricultural problems, as well os  many
valuable suggestions for improvement and de-
velopment, It is not, of course, the duty of of-
ficials to dictate Government policies, but there
is no doubt that their advice should receive due
attention. The agricultural conference which
is being he!d this week, and which is the first
of its kind to be conducted here, has already
produced voluminous material for Government
consideration,—all emanating from senior offi-
cials of the various branches of our Dominion
and Provinciol Agricultural Departmcsts, who
have kcd lcng experience in their work.

The reason for calling the conference was
thus explained by the Deputy Minister, Mr. w
R. Shaw:

“So many changes have taken place with-
in recent years in the science, production and
marketing spheres that even thcse who are in
closest contact with attendaent problems find it
difficult to keep pace with rapidly changing con-
ditions. In view of the number and variety of
these problems, leaders who occupy positions of
responsibility in agriculture feel an ever-in-
creasing pressure from our farm people for in-
formaticn and diraction on matters affecting
rural progress. It would therefore seem neces-
sary that a greater measure of concentration be
directed to the study of rural programmes and
that scme organization be constructed among
the technical men of this Province through which
our combined knowledge on such matters may
be pooled and a continued study be effected so
that we all may be better cble to meet our re-
sponsibilities s agricultural  technicians and
farm producers. - . This conference is called
for the purpose of an intensive and exhaustive

" analysis of agricultural conditions in this Proy-
“ince, and the charting of a farm pregramme in
- accordance with our findings.”

Our agricultural officials are among the
best qualified men in Canada, and the confer-
ence now under way is another example of their
zeal and initiative in all matters affecting the
industry in this Province.

Their programme, when prepared, will doubt-
less be submitted to the Government, and
through the Government to the Legislature for
full and fronk discussion. No more important
subject is likely to arise during the coming ses-
sicn, and there is no reascn why it should not
be given priority. Incidentally, it may be noted

_that no programme, however valuable, is worth

anything unless carried out. It is now over two
ycars since a comprehensive report on Agricul-
ture was submitted, along with other reports, by
the P. E. I. Advisory Recenstruétion Committce to
the Government, and ccmparatively few of the
many recommendations made therzin have yet
bzen implemented. That report dealt with
soil erosicn and cther matters which apparent-
ly are still in the forefront as vital farm prob-
lems. It is to be hoped that as a result of this
week's conference some concrete effort will be
made to remedy matters, Otherwise the recom-
mendaticns will just constitute another bulky
volume to be read, pigeonholed and fergotian.

Education For D(:mocracy

The Canadian Legion has performed many
veluchle services since its organization in the

" years following the First World War, but per-

haps nothing more far-reaching in an educational
sanse than by its tecent publication of a manual
entitled “Canadian Democracy and Citizenship
Action.” In concise form, this booklet gives the
essential facts about our British democracy and
Constitution, and outlines the sccpe of study
groups and “follow through” activities in
furtherance of educational and citizenship move-
merts.

In the words of the Introduction, its prim-
ary purpose is “to invite and to urge Canadians
in all walks of life to make a closer, more in-
tense, intelligent study of Canade, its geography
and hictory,” its ways of life and manners of
citizenship, and, particularly, its functions of
government—local, provincial and Federal, By
informing ourselves more extensively and pert-
inently about the need for and the requirements
of workable citizenship action each one becomes
an abler participant in playing a full and sig-
nificant part not only in making Canada a great
nation but in enlarging Canada’s national fitness
to exert an influence for goodness and great-
ness among ‘other ‘nations. It is the inalienable
right and the inevitable duty of each Canadian
citizen to help in some measure to make Can-
ada @ nation we need and can pass on with na-
tional pride to the generations which will suc-

The manual is the result of a resolution ap-
ac-
copting, as a serious obligation of the Legion,

'the responsibility "to make Canada a success

in peuace os it did in. war, a move towards a bet-
ter understanding of our Government so that
more control may be rationally exerted by our. in-
terest, criticism and knowledge ' of the actions
of our representatives in the Government.” The
resolution stressed “that no attempt be made to
#orm- party affiliation ‘or direct associations with
‘the. Government representatives contrary to our

‘present. Constitution.” .
2. s « step towards carrying out the decision,
of this convention, committees on education for
 sitizenship were set up by the Provincial Com-

‘manas of the Legion with a view, firstly, to in-

creasing knowledge of our whole government sys-
tem—trom the local school board and town
council through Provincial legislatures to the
Dominion Parliament, and with a'view, secondly,
to encouraging veterans to toke part in educa-
tional and governmental activities on every
level.

The manual now published does credit to
these admirable objectives, and to all. concerned
in its preparation. Indeed, it might well be re-
commended as a serviceable textbook for our
schools and colleges as well as for war veterans
and the public generally,

Edmund Spenser, English poet, died this
date 1599, in his forty-seventh year. After.a dis-
tinguished career at Cambridge he became known
to Sir Philip Sidney, under whose auspices he
published his Shepherd's Calendar, which at once
gained him literary fame. In 1586 he published
Astrophel, an elegy on his patron Sidney, and in
1590, the first part of his long allegorical poem
The Fairie Queene appeared, the secorid part in
1596. His castle in Cork having been burnt and
cne of his children killed, he returned to Eng-
land where he died in poverty and disappoint-
ment. His poetry is remarkable for grace and
melody and a sumptuous imagination, and he en-
riched English literature with o stanza, called
ofter him, the Spenserian stanza (eight lines of
iambic pentameter, followed by an Alexandrine).

8ir, — I should like to wr.te sev-
eral letters concerning the people
of this Island, through your paper
which covers practically the, whole
Island. First I would lke to dis-
cuss the condition of‘the Indians.
Many of our forefathers came out
from Englund, Scotland or Ireland
and m.ngled with the French who
were here, The Ind ans were grad-
ually hemmed into very '_small
quarters, which is the reason why
we now have so much tuberculosis
and other diseases ¢rmong them.
They have not enough room to
decently live on. They lack many
of the necessities, those things
which we feel are essential to life.
They wre a forgotten people to
many. We must not forget that it
was- these hardy peoples who f rst
lived here before our forefathers
came. It is our duty to se: that
those few remaining ones should
have the standard of life which
we have and not be shut off in is-
lands. As long as they remain us
they are now it will be a breeding
ground for diseases and certainly
noth‘ng to pat ourselves on the
back about, Perhaps they were a
cruel and atrocious people when
white men first came but th.t was
before they were Christianized.
And who would expect them to
peaceably give up their land to
new-comers? What if some invad-
der were to endanger our Island
now, would we mnot fight for it?
Surely.

The Indian should be given land
(not an-Island, ‘which fo-one else
would think of living on), and sup-
[plied withlumber and all other
essentitls ‘to build 'a_comfortable
home. Then he“would farm™ or"get’
a job at some business or other
and likely intermarry with the so-
called white people. As it is now,
it is a wonder they have not re-
belled. They have reason to. De-
priving them of many of the es-
sential things of life is eertainly
no credit to a civilized, let alone
Christianized people, which we
cluim . to be, . :
. As T have lived, up until a few
months ago, only a few miles from
one of the reserves, I know what
I am writing about. I have seen
these poor people cume to the
mainland (Island) to pick berries
or fish some oysters, by which
means they make a lving. I have
seen them being driven off by peo-
ple, because they weére wufraid of
the Indians camping overnight and
making a fire (under the tent) and
on account of carelessness, probe
ably burning down their timber-
land. The act of driving them off
was probably justified, but if we
provided them with land and
houses, would we. hive need to
worry about them burning down
our timberland?

' ‘Many of the Indlans do not drink
oweet milk or fresh bread, and
they have come often to my home
to get a loaf of stale bread or a
bottle of sour milk. It is certainly
not because they would not like
fresh “food” but just that they
have been ‘forced to est it stale.
It will also be noted that they al-
ways pa:d, an action which is evad-
ed as often as possible by some of
us. Indians are a very willing and
obliging people. I have seen Ind-
izn women and children come with
the men to the mainland, wade out
up to their hips and fish oysters
with all the'r clothes on, then le
down that way for the night. Is it
any wonder they have tuberculo-
sis? Whose duty is it to see that
they are dealt  with justly and
fairly? It is our duty, and every-
thing which we should have done
wnd have. not. done, we have paid
dearly for and will cont'nue to pay
as long as we continue to make
mistakes. In this particular case
we will pay by disease. As long as
human beings continue to live in
such a manner, we cennot avoid
it. I hope we have some unself sh
Islanders who are interested in
something else besides filling their
own pockets,

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HALDIMAND’S PROPOSAL

From a memorandum dated 32nd
March, 1764, relating to the num-
ber of "Prench families then re.
maining in Nova Scotia, and who
had agreed to take the oath of
allegiance to the British crown,
‘we learn that “in addition to the
above (i. e, the famil'es of Nova
Scotia) there are three hundred on
the Island of St. John's who have
lately in a solemn manner, de-
clared the same intention as those
mentioned, to the officers there in
command.”
Colonel” Halidmand, after whom
Haldimand county in Ontarip is
named, w'shed. to take them to his
property there. On the 2nd Dec-
ember, 1765, Governor Wi'mot
writes frcen Halifax to Captain Wils
liams, that “Col. Haldimand have
ing applied to me for leave to take
the Acadians on St. John's Island
to settle them on his lands in the
province of Canada, I very readily
g-ve my .consent for so good a
purpose . ., Col. Haldimand’s un-
dertaking being a public good, in
order to enable him to succeed
more effectually, it will be nec-
essary that the péople shall be at
liber.ty to take with them a pro-
portion of their cattle, 'and that
they may build as many shallops
as may be suffic'ent to carry them
up the River St. Lawrence.
This design was not carried out,
and thenceforth the remaining
French settlers were allowed to
dwell in peace. .
