moving practically al] doubt here
that he intends taking Italy into
the war on Germany's side.

The only doubt lett in the minds
of diplomatic observers here 's when
Il Duce will line up with his axis
partner.

Some belleve Italy will enter the
war within a few days, perhaps
during the weekend. Others take
the view that Mussolini will wait
tWo or thre weeks, perhaps inter-
vening first with a peace g:tsture,
Twice within the last six weeks
Mussolini has intervened to upset
negotiations designed to place
Anglo-Ttalian relations on a better
footing, both times when an agree-
ment had been reached in every-
thing but details. The first 'was a
frade agreement Involving an ex-
change of products, the second
concerned contraband control in
the Mediterranean,

‘The view is widely held here
that Mussolini may 'be used by
Hitler to sponsor the peace otter
which Germany 1s expected to of-
fer the Allies within a compara-
tively short time. It might take
the form of a “peace or else” pro-
position, “or else" being a declar-
ation of war by Italy.

A great deal will depend on
what Hitler decides to do next,
whether to attack France or Bri-
tain, Judging by everything he has
ever done, observers believe, he will |
not attack both countries at the |
same time because his whole car-

Allied Troops
Pursue Nazis

NARVIK, Norway, iMay 31—(CP-
CABLE)—Alliea troops, fresh from
their cepture ofthis hotly-con-
tested iron ore port, tonight were
blasting their way eastwarda against
German remnants fortitied in tun-
nels along the railway leading to
Sweden.

Allied aviation took the initiative
in the preliminary operations. The
German positions at Bjoeratell and
Hundalen were violently bombed
early in the week. Bombardment by
plane and ships were sald to have
cost the Nazis more than half their
~veftectives.

Although the 15,000 men in the
Allied forces were estimated to
out-number the Nazis five to one,
the cleanup job will be far from
easy, military quarters said. .he
Austrian and Bavarian soldiers
have had plenty of time these last
seven weeks to bulld formidable
secondary defence works, and can
count' cn the landing of substant al
German parachute retntorcements.

LONDON, May $1—During the past twenty-four hours, both night
and day, I have watched an incredible armada of everything from ba‘tle
orulser to thirty foot Muskoka cabin crulser bringing the British Ex-
peditionary Force and their French fighting brothers in distress across
the Channel to England.

Yesterday we saw a great many rescued from the German trap. One
halt the Britsth Expeditionary Force is sald to have been landed up to
this morning at various British southeast coast ports.

Exhausted, sleepless, hungry, bloodshot, unshaven, these dense pack-
ed shiploads of the flower of the manhood of two nations rescued off
Belgian beaches and harbor moles under savage gun and bomb fire give
a terrible impression of disaster as boats creep in the wan light of dawn
alongside quays of England. But this impression vanishes instantly when
you hear their hoarse voices shouting up the most incongruous cheers from
such apparently cheerless humanity, The fact is that the evacuation of
the Expeditionary Force is another great triumph which will rank
amongst the extraordinary exploits in military history.
