This year there have been

thirteen active Junjor Calf Clubs
on Prince Edward Island. These
clubs hold regularly two meetings
per month. One is a business
meeting and the other is a judg-
ing class, usually of mature cows,
which is conducted by a repre-
sentative of  the Provincial De-
partment of Agriculture. The bus-
iness meeting of the group iscon-
ducted by members themselves
with assistance from adult per-
sons of the community (in some
cases).

Each club chooses the breed
about which the individual mem-
pers are most interested and each
member of the Calt Club is ex-
pected to procure, feed and care
for a heifer calf of the breed ap-
plicable te his or her club.

This is the time of year when
club members are, or should be,
thinking of their annual achieve-
ment day when they bring their
calves and other animals to a
place In the district where they
are judged by a qualified judge
and prizes awarded. Awards are
based on the entry at the show,
care and feeding methods during
the season, monthly reports, and
attendance and interest at club
meetings, In addition to the calf
class at achievementday there are
rlso classes for yearlinys, two-
tear-olds, production classes, and
herd classes for animals raised as
olub calves. There are also show-
manship classes, judging class,
and, under special circumstances,
a demonstration contest. At least
five club members must show in
each class to be eligible for prize
money.

One-third of the prize money
for the classes at the achievemen:
day must be supplied by the club
itself or the Yocal community. The
other two-thirds is donated, one-
falf by the Dominion and one-
half by the Provincial Depart-
'P""s of Agriculture.
{ Everyone who is interested in
the Calf Club is welcome to at-
tend the annual achievement day
and the presence of adults at
these gatherings will do much to
iencourage and stimulate the in.
terest of the boys and girls in
their local calf club.

* Justice Rand’'s Address

“I cannot think of a finer char-
acter or life which can serve as a
better exemple to youth than that
of Sir Louis H. Davies,” said Mr.
Justice Rand. Reccmmending a
study of the life of the famous fig-
ure, the speaker ' commended to
the student his “illuminating in-
telligence, matural fluency and in.
tellectual versatility.”

He noted how, in his early
twenties, Sir Louis exhibited a
comprehensive grasp of political

affairs and, while earlier advocat-
ing that P. E. Island should re-
main out of Corrfederation, later
changed to the far-sighted view and
went on to lead the way to the lib-
eration of land tenure in the Prov-
ince. His achievements in the
field of education were remarkable
and his natural legal ability estab-
lished him eventually as a ‘“con-
shitutionalist.”

A oonfidant of Sir Wilfred Laur-
fer's, Sir Louis accompanied the
famous Canadian on all Jmportant
and historic occasions. Declaring
that he insisted on seeking within
himself for the artistry In life as
well as the beauty, Mr. Rand em-
phasized Sir Louis’ ‘‘exubererce,
flexibility and lightness of splrit
and the unusual affection which
bound him to his family.”

“I gem sure, that were Sir Louls
Davies able to choose today he would
say, ‘This {s where T would like to
be,’ " concluded the speaker.

Mr. Justice Arsenault

Referring initially to Sir Joseph
Pope's birth “across the Mt. Ed-
ward Road from the Experimental
Farm” and his early life and edu-
cation in Charlottetown, Mr. Just-
fce Arsenault related how he had
been “discovered” in Montreal by
8ir John A. MacDonald who in-
duced him to enter the Civil Ser-
vice of Canada.

The other membets of
the Governmerrt were attending a
circus. Willlam H. Pope proceeded
quickly to the wharf with his young
son, obtained a row boat and went
out to meet the ship. As they ap-
proached, Willam H. Pope stood
up in the boat and waved a wel-
come to the delegates who lined the
rail of the ship.
