PARIS, July 1—Notes from the
British and United States Govern-
mans agreeing to  continue the
three-power monetary agreement
of last October were handed today
to Finance Minister Georges Bon-
net,

Officlals declared this renewal
of the pact was “highly gratify-
ing" to France, faced with a fin-
encial crisis which compelled her
to abandon: temporarily the gold
basis for the franc.

They said the accord would give
France a chance to work out her
economic difficulties with assur-
ance that the currency would be
tafeguarded internationally.

Meanwhile the new “floating
franc,” freed- from restrictions on
Its gold content and permitted to
find its own level, worked down
to the lowest point in more ' than
10 years, At the close of open mar-
ket trading it was quoted at 26.06
to the United States dollar and
12893 to the pound sterling.
