MR. WILLIAM ROSS

Word has been received by Mr, E.
A, Cwrie, Fairview, of the death
recently in Saskatoon of a relative
and former Prince Edward Islander,
Mr, William Ross. The deceased
was about eighty years of age and
had an adventurous career in the
West, where he had accumulated a
fortune and where his generosity
to others was proverbial.

Mr. Currie’s correspondent, = Mr.
Neil A. MacKenzie, Macrorie, Sask.,
(son of the late Neil M. McKenzie,
Canoe Cove), states that he visit-
ed Mr. Ross in hospital on Feb, 3,
shortly before he passed away, and
that the deceased had talked a lot
about Mr, Currie, his sisters, and
others of West River, Mr. MacKen-
zie enclosed a clipping from the
Outlook newspaper, adding that he
did this “as a small token of re-
membrance and respect to an old
friend from whom I received many
kindnesses in" his more prosperous
days.”

The clipping reads:

“Word was received last week,
that Mr. Wm. Ross had died in a
Saskatoon hospital, and that fun-
eral services were conducted there
Saturday, Feb. 14th,

“With William Ross this commun-
ity has lcst one of its oldest and
most outstanding personalities.
While it is difficult for us to obtain
full details, we have information,
that Wm. Ross was born on Prince
Edward Island some 80 years ago.
His natural trend of character
would be such as to demand a more
exciting life, and we understand
that in his younger days he. spent
years in South Africa, part of. the
time in diamond mines at Kimber-
ley and Johannesburgh, before ev-
entually taking up his homestead
one mile south of Broderick, He
farmed there for many years becom-
ing one of the best-known person-
alities of t:e neighborhood, After
he left the farm, his adventurous
