man  planes over the western
front since the German invasion
started last Friday. Twenty-one

of them were accounted for today
French planes attacked the rear

of the enemy motorized forces.
The Paris Municipal Councii is-

sued a notice to its population,
now included in the army zone,
declaring  “everything  necessary

has been done to assure you pro-
tection and supplies.”

The notice urged the people to
“be calm and resolute, as you
have been in every tragic period
of our history.”

The Ministry of Information is-
stied a warning that German ag.
ents are spreading false rumors in
an effort to create a panic. It
urged civilians not to abandon
their homes without formal orders.

Create New Force

A decree was published creating
territorial guard formations to pro-
tect against “enemies behind the
front,” such as German achute
troops and “fifth columnists.” The
f #mation is open to all nun-mob-
ilized men 16 years of age or older
who will serve in their homne com-
munities under military orders.

While the Germans fought on
the western edge of their bulge,
other invading forces tried, with-
out success, the French said, to
widen it south of Sedan to Mont-
medy.

The French High Command ac-
knowledged that the fluid battle-
front had spread back to the
Sedan-Rethel-Sambre line yester-
day, ard that the Germans re-
newed their attack at dawn today.

Tie French, however, with Lheyr
armics re-grouped to  meet the
sides of
the pocket

(The pocket apparently is 35 to
45 miles deep in  F.ance at the
southern edge, from the Sedan
area to Rethel, and 55 to 60 miles
in width, on the west, from Rethel
north to the Sambre River in the
Mauberge sector. Rethel, the lower
edge of this loosely stitched mili-
tary pocket, is about 100 miles
northeast of Paris),

The battle of the Meuse-Sambre,
begun as one of fixed position on
tha Meuse River along the Belgian
border, has become one of mobile
fizhting on the 1914 battlefields of
northern F ance.

For the first time since springing
their Blitzkrieg methods on Po-
land, however, the German columns
encountrered organized resistance
behind the front, after oreaking
their way across the Meuse.

(The F.ench positions which they
pierced are not those of the main
Maginot Lne, but a northwesterly
extension of comparatively light,
above-ground  fortifications and
trenches) ,

The Chief War Councillors of

the Allics, Premier Reynaud
of France, Prime Minister
Churchill of Britain, Defence

Minister Daladier and General
Gamcelin of France, ccnferred
yesterday on measures to bolster
their defences.

Calendar Of Battle

reached the east bank of the Meuse
and occupled French Sedan.

Wednesday—German tanks, fann-
ing out frcm Bridgeheads on the
west bank of the Meuse, moved into
the French interior.

Thursday—The German columns
camped off the highways, awaiting
reinforcements and supplies of
fecod, gasoline and ammunition.

Friday —the German patrols re-
sumed their rush, but French and
British air forces counter-attacked
and French infantry, armed with
anti-tank guns, lay in ambush.
Overnight, south of Sedan, villages
changed hands five or six times
in violent, isolated engagements.

The German advance int, in
the region north of Rethel, iles in
the zone occupied by the Germans
in 1914, just north of the Cham-
pagne Plains and no thwest of the
bloody forest of the Argonne.

Exact lines held by the Germans*
within the Sedan-Rethel-Sambre
Bulge are not known here.

The French Command, on the
other hand, was said by military
authorities to be working to ‘“es-
tablish a continuous front line, as
short as possible, to end the mobil-
ity of the operations under way."”

‘On the east, France's real Mag-
inot Line front was reported quiet.

ADDRESS BY PRESIDENT

Following is the text of the ad-
dress by Mr. H. T. Holman, Presi-

dent of the Prince County Hos-
pita] board:
Ladies and Gentlemen:—

Once again, it is my privilege
and my pleasure to present to you
a report on the activities of your
Hospital, whose financial year will
be coming to a close in a few short
days. I am taking advantage of
this gathering to give vou this in-
formation. for, I regret to say, very
few attend our annual meetings,
where, ordirarily, a full report is
presented.

The Hospital, although laboring
under the handicap of a shortage
of funds, is making progress, im-
proving its physical condition, and
giving to the general public a far
greater degree of protection than
ever before in its histery.

Fire Protection

A survey of our premises last
vear convinced all of your trus-
tees that something would have
to be done regarding the fire risk.
It was, undoubtedly, a menace to
all of our staff, and a far greater
one to those who patronized us.
We had our fire escapes and our
chemical extinguisher, but they
would be of little avail in subduing
a fire in a building of this nature.
‘We called upon the experience and
wisdom of our Provincial Fire
Marshall, Mr, C. A. Beer, whe, un-
hesitatingly recommended the in-
stallation of a sprinkler system, if
we could afford it, which gives the
ultimate in fire protection and
completely removes the menace of
death to our patients and our
staff, I have been credibly inform.
ed that there has never been a
death by fire In a_ sprinkler pro-
tected building, as the system slows
up the burning to such a degree
that there is ample time for all to
escape.

In all probability, some of you
may not know just how a sprink-
ler system operates, so I now pro-
pose giving you a short descrip-
tion of it. There is a four inch
water supply pipe leading into our
building from the tcwn sysiem and
a series of pipes of a much smaller
size ar2 installed throughout the
building. There is & half inch open-
ing in these pipes in every room
or enclosed space. such as, over
the caves, under the roof, and in
the closets. These openings are
closed with a metal that melts at
a certain degree of heat. Due to
the danger nf frost in cerfain
parts of our huilding, these pipes
are filled with air, pumped up to
sufficient pressiire to hold back the
water in the sprinkler valve in the
basement. Should a fire start in
any part of the building, the metal
in one of these openings would
melt and immediately there would
be a deluge of water right on the
location of the fire, At the same
time, an electric gong rings in the
main hall and a gong on the out-
side wall of the building rings a
genera] alarm.

The answer to the 1uest.lon, “I8
it efficient?” is contained in the
following . . . We are now carrying
$67,50000 in insurance on _the
building and contents of the hos-
pital proper, at a total premium
of $405. for three years, or an
average of $135.00 per year. Under
the old rate, this premium would
have been $1620.00 for the three
years, or $540.00 per year, in place
of $135.00 that we are now pay-
ing, being a saving of $405.00 per
year. The cost of this installation
was somewhat less than $6,0000.00

We considered the safely of our
Nurses, our staff, and our patients,
could not be measured in- dollars
and cents, so decided to borrow
the necessary funds, Your trustees
were unanimous in this decision
and I cannot but feel that the
general public will commend us for
this action.

I would feel remiss {in my duties
it 1 did not take this opportunity
of expressing my appreciation for
the great assistance that was giv-
en us by Mr. Beer in this under-
taking. His suggestions, in the first

place, showed us the way out,
and his practical advice helped us
very materially.

The installation was made by
the Worcester Fire Extinguisher
Company of Montreal, and we have
naught but praise for the exceed-
ingly satisfactory manner in which
they completed a difficult job. As

Actual Progress

Hospital days
not paid for and Hospital free days,
3640. Patients admitted free from
the country, 1405. Patients admit-
ted from Summerside, 459. There
were 856 X-Ravs as against 608
last year and 86 Fleurosc ., Pa-
tients fees amounted to $28,19584,
an increase over last year of $6,-
106.37. X_Ray fees were $2925.10
and Laboratory fees $1232.35.

I also wish to express the great
appreciation of the Board for the
assistance furnished by the Okto
Club._In addition to mothering the
Maternity Ward, they have carried
out a collection campaign in Sum-
merside which aggreaated quite a
considerable sum. They are re-
sponsible for supplying a heated
bassinette for premature or ill
babies, In addition, they have sup-
plied enamelware and dishes for
third floor patients and have fit‘ed
up the maternity rooms in an at-
tractive and comfortahle
We do not know how we could get
along without them and 1 take
this opportunity of personally
thanking them.
