They elaimed
that the mcney was still in the custody of
the bank until it had actually passed into
the hands of the payee, an1 was not liable
to seizure until it had so passed,
The matter went to the Court, as
might be expected, but the Court decided
that the seizure was quite legal, and so
the officer retained the money he had
seized and handed 1t cver to the judglgent
creditor. The case attractad considerable
discussion ig the pressand among mem-
bers of the lezal profession at the time,
the question being as to the Pprecise
moment when the transfer of value is
madein & paymant by chedue. Is 1t
when the bank receives the cheque, or
when the bank-notes are handed out by
the teller, or only when the payee has
actually taken the money in : his hands ?
We need not here discuss these nice
points of law or usaga, Sufice it to say
the Court upheld the officer of the law in
