Then
mix the cornstarch and the sugar,
and add the scalded milk slowly,
stirring constantly.

Now remove from the trays and
then break up and beat it. Beat the
egg whites until stiff and fold into
the frozen mixture, along with the
chopped nuts. Return to the freez-
ing unit in the trays, and allow
to finish freezing without further
agitating.

ELM DISEASE

Up to the present the only kaown
method of control of Dutch elm
disease ¥s to eliminate the source
of the infection by felling diseased
trees and removing the bark from
the trunk and large branches, in
order to prevent bark beetles from
breeding there. At the same time,
it is advisable to reduce the num-
ber of beetles in the vicinity of
diseased trees as much as possible
by destroying or removing the bark
from all dead, dying or fallen elm
trees, and also from piled logs and
cord wood. .
