Some Life Insurance Figures

More than a billion dollars was paid out to
Canadians by, the life insurance companies dur-
ing the war vears, it was made known by Mr.

John D. Buchanan, president of the Canadian
Life Insurance Officers Association, in a New !
Year review addressed to policvholders. Dur- |
ing 1045 alone he said, the payments made by

the companies to Canadian policyholders or their
beneficiaries amounted to about $160,000,000.

In Canada, life insurance companies gen-
erglly did oot apply any war service clause, re-
stricting the benefits or charging an extra
premium, to auy policy sold before the actual

beginning of hostilities, and therefore a large
proportion of the men who entered the armed
forces had restricted life insurance coverage.

As a result, from the beginning of 1940 to the
B end of the war. the companies paid out about
i $30,000,000 to the beneficiaries of Canadians
y who lost their lives while serving overseas. How-
ever, that extra burden on life insurance funds
j was balancea in part by a civilian death rate in
% Canacda that was lower than in the pre-war
o years. -

The life insurance companies in Canada

b lars’ worth of Victory Bonds during the war.

} interest yieldl on new investments from vear to
year was nnich lower than in pre-war vears.

But some favorable developments served to

balance the companies’ financial position; they
included, in addition to the lower civilian death’
rate, an improvement in some older invest-
ments due to business activity and a reduced
ratio of operating costs through increased bus-
iness.

Canadians’ life insurance protection actu-
ally increasad about 50 per cent during the war,
and the tota! in force in the Dominion is now
about 10 billion dollars, including more than
vg $95§0,000,000 taken out during 1943,

The Moscow Conference

The text of the series of agreements reach-
ed at the Moscow Conference of Big Three
Foreign Secretaries has now been published.
Considering the difficulties in the way, the
wchievement of the Conference has been re-
markable.

In the case of Japan, a new Far Eastern
Commission with full Russian participation
will be set up. This will be an effective pol
icyemaking pody and not, like its predecessor,
4 merely an advisory body, from which Russia
{ held aloof. The new Allied Council to be es-
tablished in Tokyo and consisting of America,
United Kingdom, Russian and Chinese repre-

{ senfatives, will on the other hand advise the

In Korea a provisional democratic gov-
ermment wiil be formed with the U. S., Russis,
Britain and China acting as its guardians, until
in five years’ time the new state has attained
its majority. Meanwhile, the U. S., Russian
Commands, in Southern and Northern zones of
Korea, respectively, will meet in Conference to
co-ordinate policy in administrative-economic
matters.

The three Foreign Secretaries agreed on
the terms of a declaration calling for a uni-
ried and democratic China under the National
Government and for the cessation of civil
strife,  In -ddition, firstly, the three Foreign
Secretaries re-affirmed the determination of
their Governments not to interfere in the in-
ternal affairs of China. Secondly, the U. S.
and Russian Foreign Secretaries agreed that
the American and Russian forces should be
withdrawn irom China at the earliest practic-
able moment, London commentators add that
the tripartite Moscow _declaration on China
closely follows the lines of President Truman'’s

Marshal Joffre of France, born this date

power, known by his soldiers as ‘“Grand-pere”;
while France and Europe seemed in the direst
peril, he was the one man who remained cool
and unflurried, and he quietly organized “the
Miracle of the Marne”; in 1917 he came to Am-
erica on a special mission to Washington, the
result of which was seen in the part U. S. A.
