This is one of the virtues that
grows by cultivation, and without which
you and I can never successfully fight
life’s battles, It is this virtue which en-
ables us to say “No" to every form of evil,
when we see it as an evil. “Add to your
faith, virtue.” Let us cultivate it, so
that we may grow strong, and able to say
under any circumstances, “I am a Chris-
tian, I cannot tamper with the wrong, 1
caunot unman myself, or be treacherous
to my God.” It is not enough for a man
to be pious, w0 have his name on the
church records, but he must have man-
hood, courage to face adverse circum-
stances and compel them to bend _to him.
He must be able to say “All things are
mine, whether Paul or Apollos or Cephas,
or life or death; all things are mine, be
cause I am Christ’s and Christ is God's.”
When the Christian assumes this atti-
tude toward the world, the world soon
takes knowledge of him that he has been
with Jesus, and ceases its efforts to lure
him into bye and forbidden paths. Oh for
the Christian courage that will stand to-
day and say to the world I am a Christian
I cannot, T will not do what I believe to be
wrong!

It is a great thing for the Christian to
have heroism, courage, manliness, but the
apostle does not think this meets the re-
quirements of Christianity, he urged
those Christians of Asia Minor to add
knowledge in their faith‘as well as virtue.
Power is a good thing,” to know how to
‘use it is quite another thing, This is trae
everywhere. It is as true of the power of
God in the human soul, as it is of a man
handling a gun loaded with powder. It
does not always follow because a man has
power that he is always wise in using it,
Power may be used for selfish purposes,
where it will bring dishonor upon our
own profession, and injure the cause of
God. It may cause us to be egotistical
and harsh to our fellow men. We must
have knowledge mixed , with it. This
knowledge of which Peter speaks, is one
of the most important things the Christian
can possess. It enables him to distinguish
the right from the wrong, not only in the
great things but also in the little things of
life. To obtain this knowledge we must
study deeply into the characler of the
Christ, and learn how One who was in-
terested in humanity and loved it
‘with an intensity that we can never know
and who possessed ull power, used {, for
the redemption of the race.. He who
knows Christ in all His relations to hu,
manity knows cleatly the distinctions be-
tween right and wrong. Let us get rid
of the idea that right and wrong are ques-
tions of arbitraiy rule, -they lie in the
essential nature of things, and he who
tampers with the wrong, does it at his
peril. Let us then know Christ, whom
