HECTOR MacEACHERN

He enlisted in World War I in’
1914 at the early age of seventeen.

After recover- |
ing he went back into action and
was gassed and seriously wounded
again in September 1018, He was
hospitalized in England until the
following July when he arrived in
Halifax. After remaining “for some-
time in Camp Hill Hospital he was
transferred to the ‘Toronto Military
Hospital where he was a patient
for two years.
