The Can-
adian Government, ha said, was justified in
Iooking after Canadian agricolture  first and
foremost, “just as the Dritish Governiaent most
look after the future of the Dritish producer ™
And then, to make eonfusion worse confourd-
ed, he said: “We are not guing t¢ urge ‘he
farmers to raise more liogs but we are advising
him that we can sell all the bacon he can pro-

Mr. Gardiner's statement with regard to the
attitude of the British Governmenc has now

been repudiated. Rt. Hon. J. J. Lleweliyn, Bri-
tish Food Minister, speaking at a Dominien-Pre-
vincial conference at Ottawa, bluntly declared
that the Canadian farmer *“need have no fear
that by going into hog production extensive:y
now he will have his market slip away from
him.” This statement had such an effect on
the convention that it raised the question anong
provincial representatives of paying provincial
bonuses to encourage hog production in 1944,

Mr. Gardiner has done a lot of quibbling in
his political lifetime. This last performance
is surely the limit. He had apparently 9
scruple in “passing the buck” to the British
Government ; but the British, for once, refused
to be placed in a false position by the Macken:ie
King Government and took a timely opportun-
ity of letting the people of Canada know where
they stood. Doubtless we shall have mcre
alibis from Ottawa over the lacon muddle
But now that our producers know the truth—
that Britain wants our bacon and is not trying
to double-cross us as Mr. Gardiner insinua‘ed
—they will place very little credence in what
he or his spokesmen have to say on this sub-
ject in future. It will require to be indorsed
by some more trustworthy authority,—and that
is about the most humiliating position for any
responsible Minister of the Crown to place him-
self in.

Some ill-informed comment has been made
of late about alleged British “hoarding” of oil
supplied in the Middle LEast. The facts A\'.i]l
bear close examination. The main  DBritish
source of oil in the Middle st is the Anglo-
Persian Oil Company’s fields at “Masjid-i-Sulei-
man. Crude oil is piped thence to the refinery
at Abadan, an island at the head of the Persian
Gulf. Abadan has the inrgest single oil “refm-
ery in the world. When the Mediterranean was
open, oil was sent from there to Great Dritain;
but when the Mediterranean had to be closed to
merchant shipping, the route to Britain was in-
creased to 11,000 miles, by the Cape of (Good
Hope route. It was therefore much more econ-
omical in tanker space to ship oil from the
Western Hemisphere, Victory in the Mediter-
ranean and increased shipping production have
now changed the situation, so the DBritish and
American shipping authoritics have begun to re-
allocate tanker tonnage so as to make greate
use of oil resources in the Middle East. British
foresight has preserved these oil supplies in-
tact, and all facilitics have been increased. With
the Germans driven from Syria, Iraq and Iran,
and British specialists from Burma working iu
the service of the Anglo-Persian Oil Company
at Abadan, an adequate supply of oil from this
source is assured, .

Wartime  experiences  in  England  have
quickened an urge towards equality in educa-
tion which was already growing strong in pre-
war days, and these discriminations from a past
age are no longer found tolerable. Tt is casv,
therefore, to understand the line whick the mein
proposals follow in plans outlind in a Govern-
ment \White Paper recently issued. They con-
ceive of an education for all arranged in three
stages: 1. Primary education from five to IT.
The name “clementary” is to be dropped, aid
few will regret its passing. But the hope of a
true common school, a first-stage school at-
tended by all classes of the population, is not
likely to be realized yet in England (thouga
far more likely in Wales). Some reasons for
this will be given later. 2. Sccondary educa-
tion from 11 to 106. The age of school leaving
is to be raised from 14 to 15 as soon as poss-
ible after the war and to 16 when facilities
have become available. Three main forms of
curriculum are contemplated.  First, an acade-
mic form designed largely for those who will
go on to the universities and the professions
and will normally remain at schoo! until at least
the age of 18. Second, a “techmeal” tvpe of
curriculum, though still  broadly  conceived,
planned for those whose destiny 1s industry or
commerce as skilled workers. Many of thase
will leave at 16, though by no meuns all of
them we may hope. Third, a more general,
unspecialized curriculum, though with variety
of offerings, for the large intermediate mass.
The first type is representd by - the  existing
schools officially ‘classed as secondary, sow i
be known as grammar schools.. The sccond we
have with us in all too smali supply in the junor
technical schools,  These will he much increas-
ed in nwnbers and expanded in respect both of
length of course and variety of curriculum-
provision. The third may be se2n as the pre-
sent “senior” schools raised to secondary statis
and expanded much as the junior technizal
schools will be.

Notable pro-
gress has already been made in cre-
ating 'revolutionary methods of il-
lumination. The wireless phosphor-
escent light of to-morrow is some-
thing to capture the imagination.
It consists of a -filled globe,
which is coated wi phosphores-
cent materials, and glows trilllant-
ly without any wire connectlon; its
electric impulse is derived through
space from a nearby high-fre-
quency oscillator,

Other types of lamps include an
incandescent cevice which can be
hurled across a room and will not
break, but the object it sirikes will
most likely suffer; one that con-
tinues to burn just as strongly after
the current is turned off and the
bulb is removed from its socket; a
lamp on which a meal can be ccuk-
ed; another that gives off a de-

htful perfume, and one that al-
most rivals the sun in brightness.

The uses are many to which elec-
tricity may be put in the future,
and present modes of illumination
are likely to become obsolete m the
post-war years. What is interssti
to laymen in the achievements o
electrical science the wider
knowledge of obtaining enzrgy from
space. That advance holds tremen-
dous_possibilities and, once fully
developed, might make electricity so
abundant and cheap that homes
coulc’ be heated with 1t; everythi:
that runs could be powered by tl
clean, odourless force.

That day may never come, or be
so remole as not to concern this
generation of coal-shovellers and
ash-sifters; but there are scient
who soberly declare that it is closer
than most persons imagine.

Ministry

The biggest job that has e€ver
faced Canada and quite likely the
biggest this country will have to
face, will be the reconversion to
peace after this war. If it is to be
successful then real preparations
must start at once. It will be very
much too late if we wait until
actual victory Is in sight.

Great Britain, the United Stat-
es and Australia have already set
. cabinet ministries for the sole
purpose of lcoking after recon-
struction. In Great Britain Lord
Woolton hsas keen chosen for this
vital jcb, in the United States the
veteran industrialist Bernard
Baruch will handle it.

In Canada, all that we have
done is to appoint a few explora-
tory comnissions, armed with no
exzcutive power. Any preliminary
work that has been done is spread
over several deoartments, with
no official directly responsible.

A ministry of reconstruction
should be set up immediately at

Ottawa. So long as the work is
merely a part time job spread

over several departments too much
of it is liable to be overlooked to
fall between stools. Already vital
questions are looming which must
be answered before industry and
business can make definite plans
to tackle their important share of
the gigantic reconversion to peace.
There is the matter of disposal
of surplus wav stores, and the
varijous crown war companies.
There is the timing and advisa-
bility of various works projects to
take up temporary pockets of
unemployment. There is the whole
problem of de-control, of ridding
us of wartime controls promptly
while at the same time preventing
unfaiy distribution of short sup-
plies and an inflationary price
debauch. And finally there is the
complicated question of demobiliz-
ing half a million or more men
and women' from the armed forces
and of incorporating them into
our civilian economy.

Ministry of Reconstruction
must have a well-defined field of
its own, but it will of course have
to work in  ciosest co-operation
and. harmony with  other min-
istries dealing with returned soi-
diers, tax policy, etc.

Exploratory commissions, public
and private, have done good work,
but the time has now come for
definite action.
