MISSIONARY SOCIETY OF
CHURCH OF ENGLAND.

TORONTO, Sept. 14—The board of
management of the Missionary Society
of the Church of England in Canada
held one of the largest meetings in its
history yesterday afternoon in St
James Cathedral parish hall, The
Primate, the Archbishop of Rupert’s
Land presided.

The treasurer’s report was for eight
months, from January to September,
in which he stated while $164,824 was
asked for on apportionment, $25823
had been received to the beginning of
September. For Jewish work $13,068
hda been asked for, and $5,378 receiv-
ed. An additional $6,440 had been re-
ceived for special objects.

THE HAZARDS OF FARMING

Farming has always been a hazard-
ous business. Fire and frost, and
flood; wind, and hail, and drouth;

man began tilling the soil.

“Yet, there's always some sort of a
crop left,” says a friend who lost a
major portion of his shocked wheat
in the July freshet. *All we can do is
to put the seed in the ~round and cul-
tivate it the best we ¢ 1, and leave
the harvest to the will ol the Lord.
These rich bottom lands will overflow.
That’t why they are rich.”

And with all its hazards, farming
is perhaps the most stable and sub-
stantial of all businesses. They say
that 90 per cent. of the merchants fail.
We have always suspected these sta-
tics, but certainly a much smaller pro-
portion of farmers are sold out under
the hammer.

There is'no starvation in the
country, and few cases of charity, out-
side of the infirm and helpless. The
problem of unemployment is not press-
ing and we do not lie awake nights
wondering if we can get the money to
pay next month’s rent.—Farm Life.

BRITISH CABINET
DEBATES CONSCRIPTION

(Speclal to the Guardian.)
LONDON, - Sept. 14.—Official admis-
sion was made to-day for the first time
that the British Cabinet is seriously
debating the question of conscription.

Commons when Parliament re-opened
to-day by Premier Asquith, The sub-
ject was raised when a motion for
adjournment was made. It was
brought up by both opponents and
advocates of conscription.

Premier Asquith finally arose to
announce “ this is not a matter which
has escaped the attention of the Gov-
ernment. When the Government with-
out undue delay and with due delibera-
tion which the gravity of the subject
demands, have arrived at their con-
clusion, they will be presented to the
House and then become a subject of
Parliamentary discussion.”

The Premier expressed his regret at
the question, The best way in which
thig country shall meet the call to
bring the war to a successful conclu-
sion had become a matter of public
controversy. He hoped there would
be no further debate on this subject
for present.

ATTENTION DIRECTED
TO BALKAN SITUATION

(Special to The Guardian)

LONDON, Sept, 14—Teutonic de-
mands are made that supplies for the
Turks be allowed to pass through
Roumania. Various moves made sup-
posedly in connection with these de-
mands a'ttract attention to the Bal-
ken situation.

Partial mobilization of the Rouman-
ian troops has been ordered to meet
the concentration of Austrian troops
at Transylvania. According to re-
ports from Athens it is understood in
Sofia that Germany demanded per-
mission for the passage of Austro-
German troops through Roumanian
territory. The delivery by Roumania
of various supplies amounting to $40,-
000,000 to relieve the tenseness of the
Balkan situation is reported in Athens
to be bringing Greece, Roumania, and
Serbia to consider joint action in case
of an Austro-German attack on Rou-
mania. Bulgaria is said not to be
included in the negotiations in view
of the Turko-Bulgarian agreement.

LAURETTE TAYLOR ILL
OF ZEPPELIN SHOCK

LONDON, Sept. 12.—Laurette Tay-
lor who rejoined the cast of Peg o’ My
Heart, on Monday, after a month'’s holi-
day, suffered nervous shock following
Wednesday night's Zeppelin visitation
and now is confined to her bed.
Whartley Manners, Miss Taylor’s hus-
band, caid his wife would not appear
in London again during the war.

GEAMAN LOSSES
N SUBMARINES
ARE IRRETRIEVABLE

LONDON, Sept. 156—The telltale
wake they leave behind is responsible
for the losses of German submarine,
according to the Daily News, which
adds: The losses have been more
than formidable, they are irretriev-
able. The submarine leaves a pecu-
liar trail on the surface marked by
air bubbles. Auxiliary boats follow
this curious wave which seamen learn
to recognize, although it is not easily
distinguishable in rough weather,
Twenty three hundred trawlers are
now engaged in the submarine hunt
and constantly patrolling the waters
around the British Isles.

TALES TOLD BY

“GLORIOUS SUPERMEN

During the attack on the German
positions north of Ypres in which the
Lahore Division of the Indian Army
Corps was employed from April to
May, many instances of individual
gallantry came to light of which the
following are typical. On April 26 the
657th Wilde's Rifles, a regiment which
throughout this campaign has most
gallantly upheld the reputation of the
Indian Army in every action in which
it has been engaged, formed the cen-
tre battalion of the front line of the
Ferozepore Brigade, the regiment be-
ing under the command of Major T.J.
Willans, D. S. O. On the left of the
regiment were the Connaught Rangers
in touch with the French Colonial
troops, on the right were the 129th Ba-
luchis, the line being continued by
the Jullundur Brigade. The position
to be assaulted was an extremely
strong one and the assaulting force,
labored under heavy disadvantages.
Owing to the limited time at our dis-
posal it was impossible to reconnoitre
the ground in a satisfactory manner,
and little was known of the exact po-
sition of the Germans line beyond the
fact that it was somewhere on the op-
posite ridge about ’,500 yards distant.

Tornado of Fire

The ground to be covered by the as-
saulting force was devoid of cover,
rose slightly for the first 500 yards,
then dipped and ended in a gradual
upward slope towards the German po-
sition which commanded too whole
line of advance. The enemy, needless
to say, had had ample unpleasant fact
which was soon proved by the acccur-
acy of his fire. During the first 500
vards the casualties were fairly num-
erous from shrapnel and rifle fire but
the ground was covered by short rapid
rushes in fine style. Un crossing the
first ridge the regiment came under an
absolute tornado of flre of every de-
scription, shrapnel, machine-gun,rifie,
and last, but not least high explosive
shells  filled with asphyxiating gas.
From this point onwards men began
to fall rapidly, but still the gallant
regiment rushed on, losing, of course
to some extent its- formation, partly
owing to the heavy casualties and
partly because the brigade on its
right was crowding it out. The mur-
derous nature of the fire can be gaug-
ed by the fact that when the bottom
of the slope was reached, at a point
some 900 yards from the start, = the
commanding officer, Major Willans
had been wounded,-also Captain Rad-
ford, Lieut. Bainbridge had ' been
knocked out by an asphyxiating shell
and Captain Mahon had been hit in
the knee but refused to report him-
self wounded and carried on until the
end of the attack. In the face of theso
losses the attack was pressed to a

IN THE FIGHTING LINES
ON LAND AND SEA

Singh and Jemadar Kirpa Singh.
Amongst the wounded at this point
were Subadar Fateh, Jan Bahadur,
and Kala Khan. Captain Banks order-
ly, a Sikh, named Bhan Singh, had
been severely wounded in the face
early in the action. In spite of this
he insisted on following Captain Banks
till he was killed. In the face of the
appaligln fire, and severely wounded
as he was, his one thought was to
bring back the body of his officer.
Weak as he was from the loss of blood
he staggered along, carrying the body
until he fell from exhaustion and was
forced to give up the attempt. Noth-
ing daunted, however, he eventually
managed to bring in his masters ac-
coutrements. For this act of devotion
and gallantry Bhan Singh has received
the Indian  Distinguished Service
Medal. These casualties left the re-
mains of the regiment with only two
officers—Captain Mahon, already
wounded, and Lieut. Deedes. The lat-
ter, although suffering intensely from
the effects of a gas shell, was on the
left flank with his machine guns en-
deavoring to open fire from an  adja-
cent farm.

Clouds of Poison

At this juncture the enemy let loose
dense clouds of poisonous gas which,
at that short distance, it was absolute-
ly beyond the limits of human endur-
ance to withstand, unprovided as our
men then were with any form of pro-
tection against this devilish device.
The French Colonials on the left of
the Connaught Rangers received the
full force of the gas, and were com-
pelled to retire, leaving many uncon-
scious on the ground. Our men were
falling fast from the effects of the
gas, and were also being mown down
by a perfect hail of machine gun fire
and bombs. To remain obvinusly meant
annihilation to no purpose. Reluctant-
ly then they were forced to abandon
the fruits of their gallantry, and they
returned, leaving the ground coversd

with the bodies of their dead or un-
conscious comrades. Jemadar

Mir

Dast 58th Cokes Rifles (F.F.) attach-
ed to 57th Rifles, a most gallant Indian
officer, who already held the Indian
Order of Merit, Second Class, for his
services on the North-West Frontier,
remained behind in the British trench.
Undaunted by the ceaseless fire which
was poured upon him, he collected all
the men he could find, amongst them
many who were slowly recovering
from the effects of gas. During his re-
tirement after nightfall he picked up
many men who were in each succes-
sive line of old trenches and brought
them in. This officer had led his pla-
toon with the greatest gallantry
throughout the attack and subse-
quently assisted in bringing in eight
wounded British and Indian officers,
although he was exposed in doing so
to a very heavy fire, being himself
slightly wounded. For his most con-
spicuous bravery Jemadar Mir Dast
has now been awarded the Victoria
Cross, being the fourth Indian soldier
to receive this high honor.
