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 §0S TO EDUCATIONISTS
' An SOS call ‘to “educaflonalists
was given by the Rev, Lawrerce
Clare, religious leader, philosopher
and litterateur, in  addressing the
Canadian Club of Montreal, this
call being given as the climax ™ to
his peroration after speaking on
the dangers confronting democracy
in an age marked by laxity of
thought, attitude and action in re-
spect of law and order. The under-
lying motif of his address on ““The
roots of Civilization” was that th2
sense of awe and of the sacred
under lies civilization and that the
‘ only way to meet the present trend
is by education, an education not
for utilitarian purpcses, ‘but for
the development of the mind and
soul.

Civilization, asserted Mr. Clare,
depends upon a right application of
the sense of awe or sacredness. That
implied there must he an apprecia-
tion, in particular, of the sac:pd-
ness of three things: ends worth
striving for; human personality,
and moral values. Under the first
category he placed the mainten-
ance of civilization itself, the quest
of knowledge, and the increase of
the splendor of the human type. In
regard to human personality “we
must believe in the worth of the
soul, or all our best effort will
cease;” while as to moral values,
the speaker commented: “It is not
enough to look upon moral law as
simply convenfent; moral law is
either sacred or it is futile, .and
that holds equally. true of political
honor.” ‘

In addition to these elements in
W proper civilization, democracy also
requires a love of one's country and
respect for law. Democracy minim-
\zs external compulsion, hence the
greater need for that public spirit
which is necessary to keep democ-
racy alive. Without—such public
spirit upholding law and order de-
mocracy ‘must descend to anarchy,
and anarchy must rebound to de-
spotism sepn today in the form of
dictatorships.

The risks to democracy in the
present day were stressed by the

- speaker, risks attendant on the
decay of respect for authority, for
judges, universities and clergy, risks
. arising from mob hatred or from
political indifference or ‘from tol-
erance of certain conditions.

Modern literature and the screen
contributed to the lowering of
human values and standards, one
well-known novel presenting a .vis-
lon of man as a “monkey with meg-
elomania,” while the film with its
gangsters seeking amusement and
life without effort reflected civil-
Ization without a soul. No democ-
racy can live on such conditions;
that is the lesson of history, he
declared. |

How are we to meet this situa-
tion, queried Mr. Clare, 'who dis-
claimed the role of a pessimist and
proceeded to explain that in the
widest sense it is a problem of edu-
eaflon. “It is with this problem of
education that a wis» government
will concern itself as much as with
the problems of politics or com-
merée and manufacture.” Education,
he held, must seize hold of the im-
ngination, get down to the roots of
action, and must convey awe. Trup
education is not to be tested in the
examination hall, but in life. Has
it made good citizens, has it min-
istered to a fine ' employment of
leisu», has it saved men from be-
ing ‘cute,’ from accepting prejudices
as reasons, from fag-ends of thought,
and, above all has it saved men
from accepting a clvilization with-
out having the will to strive to
maintain it? “Educationalists,
SCS!” exclaimed the speiker, as h2

. tesumed his seat.

London he set about making an in-
ventory of the crown jewels and
was cdpeply incensed because the
aldermen of the Old Town refused
to advance him a hundred thous-
and pounds upon this treasure. He
contrived, however, to raise sixty
thousand pounds upon them in
some other quarter. Charles I be-
took himself to the selfsame plan
of relief, though the Dutch usurers
expressed doubts as to the king's
power to pawn his jewels without
consgnt of his Parliament. It was
managed, nevertheless; and in 1631
warrants were granted for the re-
demption of crown jewels held by
Dutch merchants. On the eve of the
Civil War, in 1642, the Cromwellian
Parliement issued an order declar-
ing that Charles had no power to
pawn or sell this treasure, and that
whosoever “should pay, lend, send,
or bring money into the kingdom
for or upon these jewels should be
accounted an enemy of the* State
and dealt with accordingly.” Yet in
ths same year the Commons as-
sumed the right they had denied
the king and authorized Henry
Martyn to break open the royal
Jjewel chest at Westmjnster and sell
its contents, the “imperial crown. of
massy gold” into the bargain. After
the Restoration took place, Charles
II lost no time in trying to re-stock
the jewel chest. He decorated his
stirrups with three hundmd and
twenty diamonds. He issued a pro-
clamation commanding all persons
holding possession of any jewels or
plate belonging to the Crown to re-
store the same. Two years after-
wards a commission was appointed
to “examine the accounts of the so-
called trustees and contractors for
the sale of the late king's goods.”
Nothing came of this effort, but
some years afterwards the British
crown, with its gems, was stolen by
pretty

is in saf hands and the lustre of
its gems is only outmatched by the
figh esteem and deep affection in
which its wearer is held by his sub-
jects in all parts of the British Em-
pire and throughout the whole
world.

This “accommodation” to the
organs on the part of the abdominal
wall is made possible by the elas-
ticity of the muscles forming the
wall and by the nervous system
which controls the muscles. Thus
the muscles and nerves working well
together permit the. abdominal
organs to do their -work properly
whether there is much or little pres-
sure about them. Y
A fair amount of devclopment
and cca'rol’ of these abdominal
muscles can ‘usually be -obtained in
a few months by 6 to 8 minutes ex-
ercise twice a day.
