HALIFAX, Sept. 1—Premier

Angus L. Macdonald expressed re-
sentment today against “these
inaccurate representations of con-
ditions in this Province by un-
informed and ill-advised outsid-
ers,”
- “If one reads certain Nova
Scotian newspapers nowadays he
will be led to believe that all the
poverty, the misery, the distress,
the squalor of Canada is concen-
trated in Nova  Scotia,” said the
Premier, speaking at a meeting of
the Nova Scotia Women's Liberal
Association,

‘Some of our native journalistic
ogres, not satisfied with their own
home-made brand of frightfulness,
are now - receiving a measure of
aid from two wandering journalists
from Ontario—of all places—who
have come down here to tell us
what is wrong with us and with
our province,

“One of these, Mr. Harold Ding-
man, rcresents the Toronto Globe
and Mail. He had been in the
Province only a few days when
he discovered and  proclaimed to
the world that ten thousand peo=-
ple in our Nova Scotia fishing vil-
lages were on the verge of star-
vation, i

“Let me say this; no one in
Nova 8cotla or out of it desires
more keenly than I do the im-
provement of the lot of our fisher-
men. Repeatedly the present Gov-
ernment has interested itself in
the fishing industry, though that
industry is entirely outside of the
Province's scope and is regulated
and controlled by the Federal
Government. In -co-operation with
the Federal authorities we have
given 'loans for the past two years
to needy fishermen to provide
themselves with gear and equip-
ment. Qut of our own funds en-
tirely we gave last year a bonus
to those engaged in the salt fish
industry, and we will pay a bonus
again this year. Plans are now
under way for extending and en-
larging the loan policy. These
matters are not referred to by Mr.
Dingman, who has never visited a
single Government department
nor, so far as I know, a single gov-
ernment official to ascertain the
facts. No, but in a few short days
here he discovers ten thousand of
our fisher-folk on the verge of
starvation. I challenge the accur=-
acy of his figures, and anyone who
knows Nova Scotia Will say that
his figures are grossly inaccurate.
“They are as unreliable as his
interview at Terrence Bay with a
man whom he called a fisherman,
but who actually has not been
physically able to do any real
fishing for years, who does not
own a boat and who is a war ‘cas-
ualty. They are as unreliable as
his statement that the gross year=.
ly earnings along the Atlantic sea-
board are less than seventy-five
dollars & man, when in reality

they are several times greater
than that, They are as un-
reliable as his statement

that it took weeks of haggling
with the Provincial Government to
have relief provided in Thorburn,
when, as a matter of fact, rellef
was arranged for within one hour
of the first and only visit to the
Government of a relief delegation
from Thorburn.”

(Thorburn {s a mining town in
Pictou County where diminished
operations in a coal mine have
left a larre number of the work-
ers unemployed).

The Premier continued: “They
are as unreliable as his statement
that I received a cold reception at
the miners’ convention in Truro
(N. 8), when the fact is that I
was not at the convention at all,
“These are the sort of journal-
istic inaccuracies that are being
perpetrated and that are being
copied into and being featured in
certain Nova Scotian newspavers.
“Another journalist writing in
the Saturday Night of August
twentieth under the name of
‘Rideau’ Banks' makes statements
regarding the fishing industry that
are equally at variance with the
facts. They are just about as wide
of ‘the mark as the prophecies
which he made in this province
prior to the 1933 provincial elec-
tion.”

Nova Scotia Journalist
Replies To State-
ment Of Premier
And. Defends Re-

HALIFAX, Sept. 1—(CP)—The
following statement was issued to-
night by Mrs. Evelyn 8. Tufts, Ot-
tawa correspondent of the Halifax
Herald, who identifies herself as
the associate of Harold Dingman
referred to by Premier .Macdonald
in his address of this afternoon
before the Nova Scotia Women's
Liberal Association:—

As one of the journalists singled
out for attack by the Premier of
Nova Scotia before a political gath-
ering in Halifax today, I may say
that I have no apologies to make
to Premier Macdonald or anyone
else for the truthful, first-hand
accounts of destitution and dis-
tress in certain fishing and mining
districts of Nova Scotia which have
come under my personal observation

and of which have written forJ
the Halifax Herald,

‘Nor can I justly be included, it
seems to ‘me, among the “journal-
istic troubadours” as Mr. Macdonald
flippantly describes my colleagues
from the press gallery at Ottawa
who, like elf have incurred his
displeasure oy writing frankly of
the appalling conditions they un-
covered in certain districts during
a recent visit here, some of the
worst  bei. in the Premier’s own
cmlmtylsﬁf i almlax.

Wi 0 point out that I was
born in this province. in a shore
village among sea-faring people. T
have lived practically my whole
life in it. For the past four years
I have carried out an intensive
survey o§ our1 {Lshln communities
many of wnich today are faced
with literal stsrvatlon.y

Similarly I havé spent a. great
deal of time among the miners. I
have gone underground with them,
shared their food, ' visited their
homes, interested myself in their
study clubs, and their credit un-
fons, I was at Truro when the Un-
ited Mine workers met there only
two weeks ago. I was at Thorburn
J the night they deciced to ask for
| provincial relief b use children
there that day had .ad no dinner
and would have no breakfast the
next morning.

Wher. I write of Nova  Scotia
primary producers I am speaking
of something of which I have ac-
curate and intimate  knowledge.
And I wish to repeat with all the
empha.,s at my command that
there are conditions prevailing to-
day among fishing viilages partic-
ularly, that are a disgrace to the
province, the nation and the very
name of demccracy.

There are young men of eighteen
s{eeglng in = the same voom—a
kitchen—with their father and
mother, along with five or six
firls and boys from the ages of
ifteen to a few weeks. There are
whole villages where visiting nur-
ses report ‘“malutrition 100 per
cent.” There are places where
every child but half a dozen has
incipient _tuberculosis, where there

—_

the Saturday Night article was
being written, Mr. A, B. Conant,
of Boston, who is a director of the
Eastern Steamship Lines, had this
to say: ‘Remarkable progress has
been made since I  visited this
Province two years ago. Your
paved highways alone will un-
doubtedly pay you big dividends in
tourist travelling. They represent
a pood job and you should be
proud of them.'

“Mr. Canant’s view will be con-
firmed by hundreds of others
within and without the province.
Indeed, I think that this province,
considering its size and 1its rev-
enue, has done as much or prob-
ably more to develop the tourist
industry during the last five years
than any other province in Can-
ada. Yet, a daily newspaper of this
city coples the inaccurate article
of Rideau Banks and gives it
prominence.

“What lles behind all this un-
fair blackening of the name of
Nova Scotia? I do not know, It is
known, however, that the Globe
and Mail correspondent has been
seen frequently in the company of
a member of the Halifax Herald's
staff, and it is evident from the
articles that both the Globe and
Mail correspondent and the Sat-
urday Night writer rely on, if
they are not actually inspired by,
what they read in the Herald.

is one cow to thirty families, and
the children have not had fruit,
fresh milk or vegetables for years.

Robb. Prime Minister King was
having his third chance to pro-
duce- the goods but he was failing
to do so.
