4. —Canberra, Australia’s new
Federal Capital, to be formally op:
ened ag 'the séat of government by
His Royal Highness the Duke of
York on May 9 néxt, has already a
population of about 5,000 persons.
fricidentally, it is CANberra, not
CaniBERRA, the accent being pro-
perly on the first syllable, Can-
berra is 76 miles inland irom the
sast coast of the continent and in
respect to population, is practically
centrally situated,. being 150 miles
direct from Sydney, 240 miles from
Melbourne, and 500 miles from Ade-
laide, Brisbane and Hobart.

The “made-to-order” city has
been 11 years-in the making. Can-
berra was first settled in 1823, It
was accepted as the seat of fut-
ure government and was ceded
to the Commonwealth by New
South Wiales in 1909, Common-
wealth ownership became active in
1911, and constructional activity
commenced with its official nam-
ing by Lady Denman in 1913. De-
signg for the 'best possible city
were called for, and engineering
works and some architécturak con-
struction was proceeded with un-
til 1916. The activities which ceas-
ed then, were renewed in 1921
when the government appointed
