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YESTERDAY IN THE CHURDHES

Every Christian should be a soul-

winner; it was his duty no matter how
profound he was in
learning or eloquent
in speech. No person who was scrip-
turally converted would be content un-
less striving to bring his brothers to
Christ. What would be the reward of
the soul-winner? James says, He that
converteth a sinner from the error of
his ways shall save a soul
fx;om death and cover a multitude of
sins,”

In the evening Mr. Whitehead
preached an equally splendid sermon;
his subject on this occasion being “An
old-fashioned home.” He took  his
text from Second Kings, 20,156, He
made a strong plea for the restora-
tion of the fathily altar. The Ameri-
can people, he said, forgot family
worship, ninety-gight per cent of the
children of the United States receiv-
ing no, religious training except thro-
ugh the Bible Schools. Only perhaps
two out ‘of every hundred ever saw
their parents bend their knees in pray-
er and read God's word. Napoleon
was once asked, what was the great-
est need of the French nation  After
thinking a'moment, with marked em-
phasis he answered, “the greatest
need of the Frencl mation is moth-
ers.”

“If you were to ask me,” continued
the preacher, “the greatest need of
this nation I would to God that in my
answer I might speak with the power
of a Napoleon and that my words
would live as long, for'I would answ-
er, the greatest need in homes—not
palatial buildings but homes where
God is loved, Christ is honoured and
the Bible read and studied. It is the
duty of every parent to set such an
example before their children® that
they will be constrained to walk in
the straight and narrow path. There
are two great factors in every  home—
the father and the mother. The moth-
er comes first. There are some things

that every mother must be if she
would lead her children in the way
God expects hereo. Every mother

must be Christian; she must be con-
sistent. The children may forget the
inconsistencies of the father; but let
the mother be inconsistent and the
memory is as lasting as time and al-
most as lasting as eternity. Every
true mother must be a woman of pray-
er. No mother can bear the burdens
of life in her own strength; she needs
the help of God. The other great
factor in the home is the father. ere
again there are certain things that a
father must be. Every father must
be Christian; the boys are soon to
grow up and walk in the father’s foot-
steps. A few weeks ago I was out
driving with a member of the Church
and his little boy. The boy spoke to
every one as his father did, address-
ing them by their Christian names.
Someone remarked that it was amus-
ing to hear the boy speak in that way.
The father replied, “No; if my boy
is going to speak as I speak and walk
as I walk and do as I do, then God
help me to be a Christian.” The fath-
er must be a man of prayer. No one
can overcome the temptations of life
in his own strength. When we read
the Bible it is God speaking to us;
when we pray it is we speaking to
God. Every man needs to commune
with God.” Mr. Whitehead then con-
cluded his sermon in appropriate and
impressive language.

(ORPEDOBUAT DESTROTERS

Many people who have never seen
a destroyer, or, to use the. correct
name, a torpedo boat destroyer, will
remember Mr Kipling’s verses be-
ginning—

“ The strength of twice three thousand
horse,
That seek the single goal;
The line that holds the rending course,
The hate that swings the whole:
The stripped hulls, slinking through
the gloom,
At gaze and gone again—
The Brides of Death that
groom-—
The Choosers of the Slain! ”

There are others who may have seen
in the gathering darkness of a summer
night off the pier of some pleasant
holiday resort ‘‘The stripped hulls,
slinking through the gloom.” Slink-
ing is the word for these sinister-
looking craft, in spite of their great
speed. Many of them are able to
speed through the water at about
forty miles an hour.

The First Torpedo Boat.

The British Admiralty’s first tor-
pedo boat was the Lighting, ordered
in 1877. She was a tiny craft of only
twenty-seven tons displacement, but
she could steam at’ nineteen knots,
and carried one torpedo tube.. She
was a great success, and soon all the
naval Powers, ourselves included,
began building torpedo boats, which
rapidly developed in size, sea-keeping
qualitiées and speed.

THhe French built large numbers of
small torpedo boats during the
eighties, and these would have been
a source of considerable danger to our
fleet in war gime. - The result was,
therefore, that we had to build craft
capable of destroying hostile torpedo
boats, and, commencing in 1886, many
vessels of this kind were built. They
were known as “torpedo catchers,”
or “torpedo gunboats,” and were
craft of from 500 to 1000 tons dis-
placement, with a nominal speed of
19 to 21 knots. They were designed
to carry two 4-inch or 4.7-nch quick-
firing guns, besides several smaller
weapons, and, in addition, a couple
of deck torpedo tubes; but, as a class,
they were found to be too slow for
the work they were expected to per-
form, and, moreover, their seaworthi-
ness left much to be desired. Some-
thing better had to be done, and in
1893 the British Admiralty gave an
order for several torpedo boat
destroyers.

The first of these were craft of
about 250 tons, with a speed on trial
of 27 knots, and they fulfilled a double
function, for their gun armament-—
consisting of a 12-pounder and a num-
ber of 6-pounders—would enable them
to destroy a small hostile torpedo boat
of inferior -speed, while in addition
they carried torpedo tubes, so that
they could be used as torpedo boats,

4 it the necessity arose. As time went

&
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on it was found that the speed of
these destroyers was not sufficient,
and three years = or so after' their
orifinal inception this was increased
to 30 knots, the displacement increas-
ing slightly in consequence.

The First Turbine,

As time went on, however, even
these “ thirty-knotters,” as they are
called, were found, owing to their low
freeboard, to be deficient in sea-keep-
ing qualities, and in 1902-3" were built
the first of what are usually called
“ River " class destroyers, they being
all named rivers of the United King-
dom. These craft have high fore-
castles, which make them far more
seaworthy than previous types, while
they have a displacement of between
550 and 600 tons, a speed of 25 knots,
and carry four 12-pounder guns and
2 torpedo tubes. As destroyers, they
have always been  satisfactory, for
they can keep up their speed in a sea
in which the old 27 and 30 knots craft
would have to ease down for safety's
sake. Up to 1899 torpedo craft gen-
erally had been driven by ordinary
reciprocating engines, but in this year
was launched the Viper, the first
turbine destroyer. She had a speed
of 37.1 knots.

The “ Tribal " Class.

“River"” class destroyers, the
majority of which  were driven by
reciprocating engines, continued to be
constructed until about 1905, when the

‘first of what are usually called the

“Tribal” class destroyers were built.
These craft are all named after tribes,
and there are a dozen of them in the
service—Mohawk, Afridi, Saracen,
Ghurka, Amazon, Viking, Cossack,
Crusader, Maori, Nubian, Tartar, Zulu,
They vary in displacement between
866 and 1090 tons, while the armament
consists in some cases of five 12-
pounder guns, the later boats, how-
ever, being armed with two 4-inch
quick-firers. They all carry the usual
couple of torpedo tubes, and all have
turbine engines and burn oil fuel only,
the designed speed being 33 knots,
although the majority of them have
steamed faster than this, the Tartar
actually doing 40.2 on her trials!
The Newer Destroyers.

The newer desizoyers are practie-
ally the same as tiose of the ** Tribal”
class, but with less speed. In 1908

LITTLE HOSPITAL
) BODK T0 SO

After Cruel Strain, they are Gener-
ously Fed and Turned out “New
Men”

LONDON, Nov. 6—From Paris
comes this report: “At the little Eng-
lish hospital at Lavallois Perret the
wards are full of English soldiers, of-
ficers and men. It was good to see
them in comfortable. beds, able to
ask for what they wanted in theip own
tongue, and one only wishes that,the
wards were bigger and that there were
more of them. ‘The matron and her
nurses are working willingly night
and day; the doctors are always ready
to answer the call, and they, with the
Rev. F. Ansthruther Cardew and the
matron practically run the whole hos-
pital, as the rest of the commitee is
absent. The strain on the hospital re-
sources is very great, not only in ser-
vice, but in material, for the need of
dressings, clothing and food is con-
tinual, while the money coffers, alas,
are almost empty.

The men who come in are literally
worn out, and as soon as possible the
doctors order them to be fed generous-
ly; this means four eggs for break-
fast, a good dinner, and a good supper.
They are all in need of clothes, shirts,
socks and handkerchiefs, and the hos-
pital linen room is not nearly well
stocked enough to provide these things
without “outside help. It is too long
a story to tell why the hospital is so
poor, but it is an obvious and regret-
able fact that it happens to be so just

When the “Tommies” are well
they can meet all the difficulties
which arise from their not speaking
French; but when they are ill it is a
different thing. Only the other day
Mrs. Cradew, the chaplain's wife,
found a poor man, seriously wounded,
where there was no one who could
speak English. His misery was such
that he would have probably died had
she not obtained permission to take
him out to the English hospital,
where he is now getting— better.
Every effort is being made to supply
the little hospital and staff with all
necessities for the calls that are being
made on them, but there are moments
when red tape or some equally unsym-
pathetic stumbling block gets in the
way and prevents good work from be-
ing-done. The 'mental as well as
physical effect of an orderly, cheerful
English hospital ward on the English
soldier is incalculable, and from what
the matron said, the necessity for a
mental tonic for most of the men af-
ter these last awful six weeks is as
argent as that of sleep and good food.

It is no secret, now that General
French has made his report, that
the retreat on Paris, fighting every
mile of the way, was a cruell strain
on our men, and those who came in
first were almost at the end of their
endurance, It is no exaggeration to
call every one of them heroes, and it
is hard to go to see them without giv-
ing away to weak and womanly tears.
