Akyab

CALCUTTA, Jan. 5 — (AP) —
British and Indian forces in an
claborate water-borne swoop cap-
tured the important port of Akyab
on the west coast of Burma with-
out firing a shot. This was the last
big Japanese naval and air base in
western Burma and its capture
virtually sealed the fate of Man-
dalay, 230 miles to the northeast.

The Japanese, who had made
the city of 40,000 a chief base of
operations since May, 1942, fled be-
fore three British columns swarm-
ed ashore on Akyab Island — on
which the city 1is situated—early
Wednesday morning, Allied Head-
quarters announced today. Land-
ing forces encountered only mines
and booby traps.

Capture of the port gives the
Allies an invaluable new forward
base for future operations against
the Japanese in Lower Burma. In
addition to a splendid harbor Ak-
yab boasts seven military airfields
capable of handling the largest
hombers.

British and American airmen
have blasted the port so relent-
lessly in the last year that it had
become known here at headquart-
ers of the Allled land forces of
southeast Asia as the ‘“Burma
Bulls-eye.”

Actual occupation of the prized
island was something of an antl-
climax, as Group Capt. W. D.
David of the R.AF. had boldly
landed a small liaison plane on
one of its airfields the previous
day and discovered that the Jap-
anecse had withdrawn to the main-
land New Year's day.

British end Indlan troops, tak-
ing no chances on an enemy trap,
struck the island from three dir-
ections,

In withdrawing the Japanese
tried to take laborers of the local
population with them, but desist-
ed when the Burmese threatened
to fight them with guns burled
by the British forces when they
retreated in 1042,

LONDON, Jan. 5§ — (CP) »—The
Germans who tried and failed last
summer to knock out London with
the V-1 flying bomb, claimed to-
day to have stepped up the V-2
rocket barrage.

The Berlin radio claimed that
volleys of the 10-ton radio-con-
trolled prcjectiles had been in-
creased in the last 24 hours with
all the destructive rockets aimed

OTTAWA, Jan. 5 — (CP) —Brit-
ain and Canada as well as the
United States have reached an
agreement with Germany for a

further exchange of prisoners of
war, it was learned today from an
authoritative source,

The source said that it was ex-
pected that between 70 and 80
Canadians would be among 1,756
subjects the Germans have agreed
to release,

The Canadians would return
uboard the ‘Swedish ship Grips-
holm and would arrive in New
York sometime in February.
Names of the repatriates were not
available as yet but next-of-kin
would be notified as soon as pos-
sible, the source said. There would
be no Canadian eclvilians among
the repatriates,

About 70 or 80 seriously sick and
wounded German prisoners of war
will be repatriated by Canada. It
was merely a coincidence that the
number of prisoners to be ex-
changed by Canada and Germany
was about the same. There was
no counting of heads in ex-
changes of prisoners, bhut there
was in exchanges of clvilian in-
ternees.

The Germans had reported that
1,756 British Commonwealth pris-
oners were repatrinble. There was
no way of breaking down the
number, but from information
gathered by the protecting power
it was judged there would be only
70 or 80 Canadians among the re-
patriates.
