but they don’t know the motives of
the “ins” or the “outs.” They are
unable to judge, as between numb-
women differing
about matters which affect the body
politic. Even in respect to such
home qffestions -as “prohibition”
“control” they find it difficult
te- come to a decision; and so fol-
low the lead of their husbands, or
fathers, or brothers, Above all, they
don’t care to accept the responsi-
bility which belongs to partisans in
the government of the country.
They see that it the party for which
they vote is in power they are to
some extent -responsible for their
party’s actions. They are, upon the
whole, more sincere ‘than men.
Consequently they are timid con-
cerning the effects of actions taken
by the men and the Party for whom
they vote.

As it is in Canada including
Prince Edward Island so it is in the
United States. 'Of the 58,000,000
electors who have the right to vote
for the President and for membets
of Congress, 28,600,000 or about for-
ty-nine pey cent. are women, Lately
there has been some discussion in
the United States (Press over the
question “How much will the typ-
ical political bosses be influenced
in their treatment of great mo:al
issues by the woman vote?” Mr.
Frank R. Kent,—sald to be a keen
observer,—writes: “It is the testi
mony of practical politicians all ov
er the country that the women, as
voters, have not changed any po:
litical situation or altered the po-
litical complexion of any locality.”
Occasionally a woman with a tal-
ent for public speaking makes Q
good hit, and gets .into Congress.
But the timidity of the women and
their natural doubtfulness, prevents
them from giving the politicians
either vigorous support or much

trouble. And 8o, in the United
States, as in Canada, women voters
fail to boss the hosses. |
Nevertheless the highest politi-|
cal authorities contend that women
should possess and should retain|
the right to vote. The Prime Min-|
ister of Great Britain is following
the example of Canada and the
United States, ‘about to give the
women of the Mother Country, pre-
cisely the same political rights as
the men. In the course of a recent
speech, Mr. Baldwin said: “I for
one, not only look with no appre-
hension at the enfranchisement of
both sexes at the same age. I wel-
come it. I believe that a democracy
is incomplete 'and lop-sided until it
is a representative of the whole peo
ple, and that -responsibility rests
alike on men and on women."

Premier Politician of the Empire, il
is more than likely that women
will in the future take greater int-
erest in politics than they have in
the past and that their influence
will continue to increase. But they
must, at the same time, accept re-
sponsibility for the election of good
men and women—men and women
who will not thoughtlessly or hast-
ily- make any great mistake.
