Pope Voices Thanks
To God For End
Of European War

ROME, May ¥y — (AP) — Pops
P.us, expressiug Jansiumess at e
termination ot tne war in Europe,
declared today his conviction that
"4 we want w oala a lasting and
a saie peace, 1, must be buut on
Jusiice, comprehension and confid-
ence.”

voicing gratitude to God Jor the
arrival of peace in Europe, His
Houness prayed, also, for the end
of the war in the Far East “ace
ccraing to justice.” y

The Ponufl stressed the nced
for speeding the work ot recon-
struction, asserting that gigantic
problems and difficulties beset Eur-
ope which must pe solved if peace
is to endure.

He advocated the release and re-
| turn to their homes as ‘“soon as
| possible” of all prisoners ol war
i and internees, who could aid in the
vast task of rebuilding wrecked
Europe, and cculd help prevent
continued “misery and hunger.”

Speaking over the Vatican radio
from his private library, the Pope
said “at last the present war fas
ended after more than six years
of suffering. A cry of gnatefulness
goes up from our hearts to our be-
loved God.”

The Pope said there was hope
for the return as soon as possible
and the repatriation of prisoners
of war and refugees

He declared that the bitterness
and lies sown by the war must dis-
appear if peaceful work is to begin
again .
