Revolution In |
“X-Ray Technique,

(By British United Press)
LONDON, April 9—A medical re-
! volution will be brought about, it is
claimed, by the use of a new formn
of X-rays, which has been discov-
ered. This permits a doctor to see,
say, a person’s lungs “in the round”
linstead of “in the flat.”

The principles of the cinemato-
graph and of television have both
been applied by the inventor, a Ger-
man. Rotating discs with holes in
them, as in television, are used,
while a rapid succession of moving
pictures, as in the cinema, is seen
by the doctor’s eye.

This steroscope which peeps into
the patient has been devised only
after scientists have been struggling
!for thirty years against the limita-
tions of the old form of Xaray,
which showed merely a dark mil-
houette of hidden organs.

The importance of a steroscopic
view in examination of the lungs is
stressed by Dr. F, Howard Humpgris
who is one of the principal X-ray
experts in Europe, in an article in
the “Lancet,” the principal medical’
