It has been stressed by Mr. Gor-
don and others before, but it can bear repetition.
The closer we draw to victory on the European
front, the more necessary it is to remember that
our wartirie economy is not something we can
drop at » moment’s notice.

Morzover, as Mr. Gordon also pointed out,
many people fail to comprehend the magnitude
of the etfort which is still needed to defeat the
Nazis — nat to speak of the Japs. This is il-
lustrated by the appearance of recurrent waves
of wishtul thinking in which a definite date for
the end of the war is conjured up and used as
a reason to justify the slackening of efforts on
the home front.

“In that frame of mind,” said Mr. Gordon,
“some people become resentful about the continu-
ation of necessary wartime controls, and criti-
cal of the shortage of any commodities which
they want to buy. In a, mood of fatigue and irri-
tation, some people are apt to make sweeping
generalizations about red tape .and the ineffici-
ency of the so-called bureaucracy. And the worst
case of ail is that of the people who try to clear
their own consciences by blaming their own
shortcontings on the regulations. They evade
wartime regulations or they indulge selfish de-
sires by grabbing what they want out of short
supplies just to prove they are smart in so doing,
and then excuse themselves by attacking the
regulations which they are breaking.”

In military parlence, the best defense is at-
tack; and it is characteristic of Mr. Gordon that
he should answer criticism of bureaucracy by
turning the tables in this fashion. He likes to
“shoot it out” with his critics, and has neither
given nor asked quarter on the many ‘occas-
ions in which he has spoken in defense of his
department. = Perhaps that's why he remains,
despite his difficult and thankless job, a popu-
lar and trusted figure with the public. In his
statement above quoted, he makes a point which
it is salutary to bear in mind at all times.

There are other people, Mr. Gordon says,
who g tc the other extreme. Faced with minot
and often temporary shortages of this or that
item, they set up a clamour for more and more
eontrols and more and more ‘regulations. They
ask the Board to prohibit the production of so-
called non-cssential items, ignoring the vast ad-
ministrative load which extra rationing would
pile on the backs of trade, and the real in-
eonvenicnce it would create for the public.

It is the job of the Prices Board to “steer
a middle course between these two extremes,’
bearing in mind that controls take manpower to
operate and enforce, and that every tregulation
§s one more burden on production. That is a
very good objective indeed.

Mr. Gordon can be tactful as well as out-
spoken, “In every walk of life,” he told his audi-
ence, “the real arbiters of social conduct are
the women.” And he suggested it would be a
“very healthy and beneficial thing if women
were to take a hand in disciplining some of those
annoying people who are constantly belittling,
disparaging and complaining about wartime re-
strictions.” Implying, of course, that it is the
menfolk and not the so-called weaker sex, that
are doing the grousing.

His Postwar Worries Over

: A case in Windsor is exciting considerable
interest in Ontario — and throughout Canada
when the facts get better known. It seems a
government department went down to the motor
city and rented a building at $412 a month—
it had formerly rented at $85!

Under the circumstances, it is no wonder
The Windsor Star refers to it as a “scandalous
deal . . with no possible justification.”

Sold before the government took it over,
the building and a nearby house were purchas-
ed for $11,000. Assessment was $8,440. Re-
modelling to the extent of $8,813 was done hy
the government itself over and above the ruin-
ous rent — something the government just
“won’t do”, in certain well-known instances
nearer home,

At the rate of $412 a month, the new owner
will realize the purchase price of the whole
property, only part of which is included in
the rental, in less than two yéars and three
months; or more than double, This, it will be
admitted, is pretty fast work, even under the
Liberal patronage system.

Labor compulsion—A resolu~
tlon on the location of industry
after the war opposes any com-
pulsory transference of workers.

5. Employment—Resolutions have
been submitted supporting the
government's previously-announced
policy for full employment.

6. Conscription — The Univers-
ity Assoclation has stated it plans
to advocate retention of conscrip-
tion after the war for Britain's
military forces.
