1000TH ANNIVERSARY

App-
roaching the coast in the year 874, he
cast overboard his high seat pillars
and vowed to make his home where
these symbols of permanency were
washed ashore. He found them on
the beach of what is now the harbaur
of Reykjavik and a statue to his me-
riory by Ejnar Janoson, formest Ice-
landic seulptor, has been erected
here.

The country owes ils conunercial
eminence to the fsh in its waterg
and the sheep in ils valleys, Toge=
ther they make up. five-gixths of the
exports, the cmly other sjzable item
beng timber from the hills. The
total is around $13,500,000 yearly,
something in the neighbourhood ef
$100 a menth for each man, woman
and child in the country.
