A similar regulation applies to
woollen or cotton goods manufact=
ured in Canada but 1f a mixture o
silk or artificial silk is included the
nrliicles immediately become duti-

able.

Clothing going to Britain as a gift
must conform the rule that the
ackage, as mailed, must not exceed
ive pounds,

Five-pound dgearoels may be sent to
Oanadian soldiers duty free provid-
ed they fulfil other conditions. Sim-
ilar regulations apply to auxiliary
services where the staff went to
Britain from Canada for service
with these organizations.

A list of Empire-made goods
which are subject to duty entering
the United Kingdow include tobac-
co, cigars, cigarets, tea, coffee, co-
coa sugar, confectionery, silk stock-
ings and other silk ag&ml, playing
cards, mechanical lighters, watches,
clocks, alarm clocks, gramophones,
records and stringed instruments.
It should be stated, officials said,
that parcels sent to British soldiers
or to troops of the free forces'in
Britain do not enjoy the same priv-
ileges as those sent to Empire troops
but are subject to the same import
regulations as those covering giits
to civilians.

Canucks played
Vital role after
Dunkerque days

LONDON, Sept. 23 —(CP Cable)
—Viscount Cranborne today told a
group of Canadian journalists that
after the evacuation of Dunkerque
Canadian troops stationed in Brit-
ain would have been the only fully~
equipped force to face the Ger-
mans at that time.
The Dominions Secretary made
the remark in the course of =&
speech in which he expressed sym-
pathy with the Canadian troops
over their boredom at continued in-
action on the home front,
During the period  following
Dunkerque, he said, the Canadians
played a vital role and they still
are a most important factor in
the defence of the British Isles.
A dozen representatives of Can=
adian newspapers, here to see for
themselves how the war is being
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fought, met Lord Cranborne at the
idom‘mlons office after a reception
by the British council, sponsor of
Ithei.r trip, and a tour of the bomb-
damaged houses of Parliament and
Westminster Abbey.

The journalists questioned Tord
Cranborne about Russia and the
possibility of a British invasion to
divert the attention of the Ger-
mans.

One editor sald: “We expected
something” in the nature of a Brit-

Knox urges
Repeal of
Neutrality Act

QUINCY, Mass., Sept. 23 —(A~
P)— Use of the United States ar-
my “where it is needed and when
it is needed” together with Im-
mediate repeal of the Neutrality
Act, were urged today by Navy
Secretary Frank Knox in a fight-
ing speech delivered immediately
after the launching of the 35,000~
ton battleship Massachusetts,

Speaking extemporaneously, Knox
declared that “we musy have done
with that type of thinking that ar-
gues that our army must be cir-
cumscribed in its action In defend-
ing America.”

The selective service act restricts
the movement of draftees to United
States territory.

Knox did not elaborate on his
to the army except to
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say that it was the ‘“very essence
of national defence” to use the army
where needed and that it was “fool-
ish thinking” to regard “our safety
as only directly concerned when an
enemy puts a foot on our soil”

More than 50000 persons watch-
ed the $70,000,000 battleship slide
down the ways of the fore river
yard of the Bethlehem steel com-
pany. Knox sald that the battle-
ship—to be equipped with 16-inch
guns—and five similar ships al-
ready bullt or building would carry
the ‘heaviest guns afloat,”

the ways a huge overhead orane
started to lay the keel of a new
cruiser, the U. 8, 8.
