THE CZAR’S VISIT.
It seems now to be conceded that the

Czac's recent visit to France had no war- '
like object. Nor is the alliance with
France, if actual alliance exists, by any |.
means so important to Russia as to
France. Russia is practically too strong,
compact, powerful, and invulnerable to
attack to need the aid of France under
ordinary circumstances. France, on the
contrary. with but one tenth of the popu-
latlon of Europe, finds herself hemmed in
by the Triple Alliance. embracing . three
times as great a population as her own,
and equipped with formidable armies and |
fleets, She is thus, if standing alone,
under a constant measure of restraint.

It is hardly to be supposed that the
Czar’s visit was made merely for his plea-
sure, ‘pr for his health. He may have
desired to see for himself the actunal
strength of the French armies and fleets,
and this was something which was some-
shown to him.
Another object of the visis probably. was
to arouse French enthusiasm at an oppor-
tune moment for the floating of a Russian
loan of $200,000,000 which is repbrted now
to be forthcoming. Russia needs mqne'y
for the completion of the Siberian . Rail-
way,'and for the ships, and naval and
military equipment she is constructing
and preparing.  And in the enthusiasm of
the moment French capital will be ready
for investment in Russian securities.
