There were 57 associations with 280 places
of business which reported a membership of 34,
868 members. Sales for the year amounted to
$3,282,603.
_ Practically all the wool marketed co-opera-
tively in Canada is handled by the Canadian Co-
operative ._Wool Growers Limited. The Company
operates in each province through the medium
of 18 sheep-breeders’ and wool-growers’ associ-
ations. The co-operative stores grade and mar-
ket the wool received from its 8,000 patrons.
They handled 4,000,000 pounds during the year.

Reference is also made in the report to the
C.an-adian National Silver Fox Breeders’ Asso-
ciation, and to smaller farm co-operatives func-
tioning in individual provinces.

In the purchasing of farm supplies 515 co-
operatives participated. These consumer asso-
ciations, of which nearly one-half are established
in Saskatchewan, have a combined membership
of 38,167. In five of the provinces co-operative
buying societies purchase goods for their share-
holder associations.

Detailed figures by provinces are given. Prince
Edward Island is credited with ten farmers’
business organizations, with 61 places of bhusi-
ness, representing 8,760 shareholders. 0.245 pa-
trons, and total assets of $71.688. Total busi-
ness for the year 1936-37 amounted to $1,490,-

000.

Doubtless the statistics for 1037-38. when
available, will show a still further increase in
co-operative enterprise. which now embraces
practically all lines of agriculture.

. fAhen the history of these times comes to be
Written, says the Ottawa Journal, the session of
Parliament which closed last week will, we fear
greatly, get precious little space in it. Begin-
ning with great promise, and with more than
the usual promises, it trailed through five months
t0 a minimum of accomplishment. The Speech
from the Throne forecast national unemploy-
ment insurance, a new reciprocal trade agree-
mept with the United States, legislation regard-
ing wheat marketing, a number of other things.
They are still in the Speech from the Throne.

National unemployment insurance, headlined
fnto vast prominence Six months ago, has not
materialized.

A new trade treaty with the United States,
feadlined into even vaster prominence, is still
in some pigeon-hole in Washington.

No action was taken on the costly Turgeon
Royal Commission report on wheat marketing.

No action came from the equally costly Tur-
geon Royal Commission report on the textiles
industry.

Eleventh-hour, half-hearted legislation on the
eostly Royal Commission report on penitentiaries
was thrown out—and rightly—by the Senate.

A measure proposing to control election ex-
penditures, introduced with a great fanfare of
trumpets in the middle of the session, was drop-
ped toward the end.

The budget, brought down two and a half
months after the close of the fiscal year, altered
no tariff, changed no tax (except certain ex-
emptions from the Sales Tax), produced noth-
fng but a deficit, though fortunately one re-
duced. 4
¢ Actually, the entire five months of the session
‘were spent in voting more than $500.000,000 0
public monies (most of it voted in the final few
weeks); in providing for certain left-handed
Woump priming”; in devising loans to municipal-
‘Bties for self-liquidating works; in voting more
‘money for housing. True, a transport hill was
passed and certain amendments to the Criminal
%ode: but the transport bill was a hang-over
“$rom last session, while the Criminal Code
gmendments were thrown at the Senate two
days before prorogation.

¢ Pesterday’s annual meeting of the Livestock
Marketing Board is a reminder of the steady
progress made by farmers’ co-operative business
prganizations in recent years. The current issue
of the Economic Annalist, a publication of the
Federal Department of Agriculture, gives some
interesting figures in this connection, based on
returns received during the year 1937. For
livestock shipping and marketing  associations
alone, the records showed a combined member-
+ ship of 46.719, the business accommodated being
in the vicinity of sixteen million dollars.

Altogether, returns were received from 1,024
farmers’ co-operative organizations, representing
2,063 branches which combined made a total of

087 places of business engaged in the market-
g of farm products and the purchase of sup-
lies for farmers. Shareholders and members
financially interested numbered 396,018 and pa-
trons were estimated to number 451,231, The
equity of the members in these organizations
amounted to over $51,000,000, reprcscnting a
considerable increase over the preceding year.
Total assets after deducting provision for bad
debts and depreciation amounted to $87,038453-
Sales of farm products through the co-opera-
tives totalled $157,031.405.

Within the marketing group the grain and
pecd co-opcrativcs'w'nic'n include the wheat pools
of Western .Canada have, of course, the largest
membership and investment, and exceed ali
other commodity groups in volume of business.
But the figures for other farm organizations are
impressive,  For examole:
