His Honour Lieutenant Gover- |

assured Dr. J. S. McEachern,
chairman of the Cancer Committee
of the Canadian Medical Assoc-
jation, that this Province will co-
operate in every way in the move-
ment. o

Dr. McEachern, who visited
Charlottetown last week, confer-
red with His Honour ~ and with |
representatives of the Prince Ed- |
ward Island Medical Association |
on problems connecetd with organ- |
ization for cancer control. He left |
at noon Saturday for Montrea!
and Toronto. In the latter city he

will report to the Central Pro- |
visional Executive the results of |
his conference with medical men |

at different centres in the Mari-
time Provinces. |
“We frankly do not know. what
is the cause of cancer,” Dr. Mc-|
Eachern stated in a press inter-
view on Saturday. “More than that,
w> do not know of any simply
applied remedy which will prevent
the cause operating 1
it when it becomes operative. We
can never eradicate cancer - until
these two things are discovered. In
the meantime, the best we can
hope is to control it, utilizing the
knowledge which we do pos:sess.
“The know.edge which we pos-
sess is simply this, that if cancer
occurring in an accessible organ is
recognized early and prompt. and
adequately planned treatment ap-
plied, a very high percentage of
these cases can be cured. By ‘cur-
ed’ I mean a cure which enables
the patient to go on living his ex-
pectation of life. |
“There is another thing we |
know, which is just as important;
that if the presence of cancer is
not discovered early, whether by
reason of carel S fear or
ignorance, or if it is d overed ear- |
ly and adequate treatment is de-
layed until the cancer has spread
beyond the original-si
on earth can do any good what-i
|

ever.

“If we are going to control can-
cer, then the most important |
thing :to accomplish is to have the |
victims well enough informed so|
that they will seek medical advice
at the earliest stages, when sus-
picious signs develop, and will be-
come acquainted with the fact that
cancer is not entirely a hopeless
dizease, a congiderable percentage,
if taken early. can be cured.”

In a very short time, Dr. Mc-
Eachern added, the setting up of |
a branch organization for the bet- |

ter control of cancer will be taken |
up by a group of public spirited |
citizens. |
While in Charlottetown, he con-
ferred with the cancer commit-|
tees which have been formed in
each of the three standard Hos-
itals in the Province. and who are
undertaking the respon: ity of
endeavoring to clarify the situation |
from a medcal and surgical stand-
point.
