Juror King: “How can you ac-
count for the glass from your left
headlight being 4 feet 6 inches
ahead of your car?”

But
that very night I picked up glass
directly beneath whefe the head-
light was broken.”

But I
said, ‘Suppose the boy’s death was
caused by the fact that he was on
the running board when he
shouldn’t have been, the fault would
not then be mine. It looks from
what happened that if nobody had
been on the outside of the car, no-
body would have -been hurt, be-
cause nohody inside either car was
hurt.’
